7:00 AM:
 Meeting Called to Order

· Mike Weisel Guest:  Mike comes in to discuss with the Board his suggestion to stripe River Road with 9' traveled lanes rather than 10' travelled lanes.  Huntington has done this near their village center and it has had a good traffic calming effect.  After discussion, the Board decides that Rod set cones for the Board to see what the 9' lanes will be like in a large truck.  Mike also has concerns about the condition of the Crane Brook Trail.  He says that it looks like a large truck has gone through and really disturbed the edges of the trail by the wetland and also that someone has removed trees and left the brush right by the trail edge.  The Board agrees that the Town Attorney should take a look at the Trail Ordinance to see what our options are under that for prohibiting thru traffic; since this section of the road has been downgraded to a trail the Town does not have an obligation to maintain any drainage.  The state wetlands and wildlife biologists have been out there and recommended that thru traffic be prohibited as this is an extremely sensitive and important wetland area.  The Conservation Commission is currently reviewing the Crane Brook Trail.

·  Better Back Roads Stevensville Project:  Chris reports that the project has been green-lighted.

· Letter to Vermont State Police outlining the Board's reason for awarding the traffic control contract to the Chittenden County Sheriff's is reviewed.  The Board opted to try the Sheriff's for a year because of the time of the day that they are available to patrol.

· Grant Spreadsheet: Chris distributes a grant spreadsheet for all the grants that we have received. It details amount and receivable dates and deadlines.

· HV027 Driveway Design Amendment:  The Board reviews a memo from ZA Papelbon about her approval, based on evidence from David Villeneuve's wetland consultant that moving his proposed driveway to the new location that goes though an identified class III wetland will not be in violation of § III (V) (2) of the Zoning Regulations.  Based on this approval, the Board approves the amended driveway location for HV027.

·  Town Treasurer:  Joan meets with the Board to get formal approval to move off the HP20/30 health plan and back onto the Medicare Advantage Rx Plan.  The Board approves.  Joan asks to roll up to 10 days of vacation time.
