                      8 Downs Road – Chris DiStefano:  Chris joins the meeting and shares a copy of the map of his property and his proposed second curb cut with the Selectboard.  Chris wants access to his land for agricultural purposes and the area around his driveway and his home are very wet.  He is requesting access to his land from a second curb cut approximately 120 feet from the corner of Poker Hill Road and Downs Road.  The Board agrees to do a site visit of the proposed curb cut before the next meeting and will vote on Chris's application at the April 1 Selectboard meeting.

Cloverdale Culvert – Laura DiPietro: Laura joins the meeting to discuss the FEMA/VEM grant for a culvert on Cloverdale Road.  Steve Walkerman explains that there is a desire by some town residents that Underhill do more to maintain our current town roads.  These residents are concerned about the town taking on additional responsibilities for a culvert on a private road.  The Selectboard too is concerned that these responsibilities for maintenance on a private road would be precedent setting for the town.  Laura understands the concern and will seek advice from FEMA about how the Cloverdale Road Association can be responsible for the maintenance of the culvert and not the town of Underhill

Meeting Continues:

· FEMA Maps – Kari Papelbon, Zoning Administrator: Kari reports that FEMA notified the town that the new DFIRM maps and Flood Insurance Study need to be further updated.  Therefore, the letter of Final Determination will be scheduled between December 2010 and January 2011 and final maps will not be effective until June-July 2011.
· Local Motion – Kari Papelbon, Zoning Administrator: Kari informs the Selectboard the Local Motion invited them to the Chittenden County Safe Streets Summit Saturday, April 10 from 10 – 12 at the Champlain Valley Expo.  If the Selectboard is unable to attend and wants town representation, Kari offers to attend.
· Re-adoption of Town Plan – Kari Papelbon, Zoning Administrator:  Kari reports on her work to amend the Town Plan on new sections on Child Care and Education as requested by the CCRPC.  Kari met with the Planning Commission this week to share a draft of the editions and adoption schedule.  The Planning Commission is still reviewing the edits but has agreed on the adoption schedule.  The Selectboard agrees to support the schedule and marks the appropriate hearing dates in its calendar.
· DRB Hearings – Kari Papelbon, Zoning Administrator: Kari asks the Selectboard to attend the final DRB hearing on the Moore's subdivision because the Moore's are requesting several waivers to the road policy and driveway design.  The final hearing is yet to be determined but she will notify the Selectboard when it is scheduled.

Jericho/Underhill Park District Board – Livy Strong, Bill Baldwin and James Dougherty:  Livy explains that just before town meeting two Underhill representatives on the Park District Board resigned.  New candidates did not have enough time to get a petitions signed and returned before town meeting.  However, James and Bill have indicated they are interested in joining the board and the district is requesting that the Selectboard appoint them for one year terms to replace Kathy Bourque (2010) and Carol Lee Mason (2011).  Next year before town meeting both Bill and James will need to have a petition submitted and be on the ballot for renewal of their seats. One seat would be for 2 years (that person filling Kathy Bourque's position) and one would be for 3 years (filling Carol Lee Mason's position).  The Selectboard unanimously agrees to appoint Bill and James to the Park District Board and thanks them for their interest.

Meeting Continues:

· Metal Dumpster – Faith reports that Tim Mack from Clean Green had a sign made for the dumpster.  He also expects that AMR will put a sign up on the dumpster as well.

· U.S. Census – Faith tells the Selectboard that the U.S. Department of Commerce sent materials for the town to use to promote filing out the 2010 census.  The Selectboard asks Faith and Sherri to look through the materials and use what would be appropriate on the website or on bulletin boards in town.

· DVD’s of Meetings – Sherri reports that the town can purchase DVD’s of video taped recordings of town meeting and SB meetings from Mt Mansfield Cable.  The Selectboard gave Sherri authorization to purchase any DVD’s she thinks would be useful to have.

· Sign Orders and Warrants – The Selectboard reviews and signs orders and warrants.
· Sign Minutes – February 5, 2010, March 4, 2010 and March 5, 2010:  Steve Walkerman re-signs the already adopted minutes of February 5, 2010 that now reflect people present at the meeting.  The minutes of March 4 and 5 are approved and signed as written.
· Resolution and New Check Signors- Sherri Morin, Town Clerk and Treasurer:  Sherri shares with the board a resolution to have new check signors:  Sherri Morin as Treasurer, Pam Shover as Assistant Treasurer and Joan Lehouiller as Assistant Treasurer.  The resolution is unanimously adopted and Steve Walkerman signs the form.
· Speed on Poker Hill – Traffic Study:  The Selectboard requests that CCMPO do a traffic study on Poker Hill Road to determine if a section of it can be returned to 25 mph. 

· Town Health Officer Workshop – The Selectboard approves Jennifer Silpe's request to attend the Town Health Officers Workshop sponsored by VLCT for $55 dollars.
· Bio Fuels Feasibility Study – Faith shares with the board an email from Tom Tailer of the Vermont Sustainable Heating Initiative.  Tom thanks the town for their contribution toward the Solid Bio-fuel Feasibility Study funded by a $25,000 grant from an RPC Energy Grant.  He requests payment of the contribution and asks the town to appoint a representative and an alternate to the steering committee of the study.  The Selectboard asks Faith to share the study with the Energy Committee and request suggestions for representatives.  
· Reclassification of a section of TH 26 (New Road) to a Trail – Faith shares with the Selectboard a copy of the certified letter that went out to abutting landowners and interested parties.  She also shares with the Selectboard a copy of the Public Notice.
· Solid Waste Permit – Faith shares a copy of an email from VT Department of Environmental Conservation about an expiring permit to dump concrete and stumps in the old Beartown Gravel Pit.  The Selectboard asks Faith to renew the permit.
· Underhill Conservation Commission – Number of Members – The Underhill Conservation Commission asks the Selectboard to reduce the size of the commission from 9 to 7.  The Selectboard requests that Faith consult Vermont Statutes to determine how do that.
· Underhill Planning Commission – Sandy Gillim:  Faith shares with the board a letter from Sandy Gillim. The Planning Commission requests that Sandy be appointed for a four year term to the Planning Commission.  The Selectboard unanimously agrees.

· Finance Officer – Job Description:  Faith shares with the Selectboard the draft job description for a finance officer from VLCT.   She also shares Joan Lehouiller's comments and her own minor additions.  Sherri recommends several small changes.  The Board approves the job description as amended and asks Faith to get back in touch with Steven Jeffreys at VLTC who will be running the hiring process for the town.
· Planning Administrator/Sharon Murray – Faith reports on her conversation with Sharon Murray about mentoring Kari Papelbon on the planning work for the town.  The board unanimously agrees to:
· Appoint Kari Papelbon as the Planning Administrator.  The town's planning work will be carried out by Kari along with her zoning responsibilities.  

· Complete a 6 month review of Kari's performance in the planning position at which time continuation in the job will be determined.

· Hire Sharon Murray to mentor Kari in her planning work for 10 hours a month at $60 per hour for six months.

· Let Kari, Sharon and the Planning Commission sort out the best use of Sharon's time.
Steve Walkerman agrees to call Kari in the morning to let her know she has been appointed.
· Highway Crew – Faith reports that Rod Fuller has asked the town to advertise for a road crew member since John Angelino is no longer available for as much time as the Highway Crew needs.
· May Meeting with Fairpoint – The Selectboard’s meeting of May 13 is chosen as the day to meet with Fairpoint.  Faith will get the word out to the town about the meeting.
