SELECTBOARD MEETING MINUTES

Zoning and Planning Items – Kari Papelbon, Zoning and 
Planning Administrator

· Moore Subdivision (118 Stevensville Road) Access – Kari presents and discusses a memo on ST 118 dated May 25, 2010.  The Selectboard unanimously approves the underground utilities, the waiver of the bonding requirement and the proposed driveway design for Lot 3.
· Chittenden County Imagery Conference – Kari distributes and reviews notes from her meeting on Chittenden Country Imagery held by Chittenden County Regional Planning Commission last Friday.
· Junk Cars on Poker Hill – Kari reports that no ordinance is necessary to address unlicensed salvage yards according to John Brabant, Salvage Yard Specialist, Vermont Department of Environmental Conservation.  Kari explains that there have been multiple reports of junk cars being moved from Cynthia Emmons property to the Kendall's property on Poker Hill Road.  Kari shares a draft letter to both parties.  The board recommends adding a date by when the enforcement action will take place and a request for the parties to be in touch with her.  Kari will make the changes after she visits the properties on Friday.
· CCMPO Transportation Advisory Committee – Kari is actively recruiting for two volunteers for this committee but has not, yet, been successful.
· Joint Planning for Underhill Flats- Kari reports that she and Seth Jensen, Jericho Town Planner, will get together in the next few weeks to sort out the next steps for the joint planning process.  Once Underhill's Town Plan is reviewed and approved by CCRPC, the two towns can apply for the Village Center Designation that gives tax incentives to landowners in the area.  (The Village Center Designation is NOT a zoning district.)

Brad Holden – Licensed Surveyor

· Survey of Town Highway 26 – Brad joins the meeting at 6:30.  He shows the board a paper copy of the survey he did in 2003 of Town Highway 26 and points out the updates he will make based on his most recent work.  The board discusses the map and agrees that the following changes will be made:
· Updating of the adjacent landowners;
· Marking the trail with cement monuments at the locations discussed;
· Changing the title;
· Make the trail 3 rods in width.
Once the Board makes a decision about the reclassification, Brad will write up a description of the trail and then record the survey and documents with the town clerk.

· Ancient Roads – Brad reminds the board that they have until July, 2015 to make any changes to the town highway map based on his research on Ancient Roads in Underhill.  He recommends that the Town research the small pieces of land given to the town in the 1950's when Range Road was widened.  He also recommends that the Town research the exact width of Poker Hill Road.  The Board will take these recommendations under consideration.
· Sand Hill Cemetery:  Brad says that the cemetery is strewn with downed trees and brush. He asks the Selectboard for some Town Highway labor and equipment to clean it up.  The Selectboard agrees.
· GIS mapping – Brad also mentions that the Underhill/Jericho Fire District (UJFD) is in need of updating its GIS software.  Brad asks the Selectboard to continue to keep the UJFD under the town's contract.  The Selectboard agrees.

Meeting continues:

· Approve and Sign Minutes – May 13, and May 18, 2010 – Minutes are read, approved and signed.
· Sign Warrants, Orders and Capital Equipment Note – Warrants and orders are signed.  Capital equipment note is signed.
· Donation of Oil Painting – Faith explains that the town has been offered a painting by Jorge Perez-Rubio of the Rescue of Capt. Richard Phillips.  The board agrees to accept the donation and to ask the Phillips if 1) they'd like the painting or 2) if they'd like to town to display the painting and 3) if so, where.

· Finance Officer Letter of Hire and Announcement – Faith presents a draft copy of a letter of hire for the Finance Officer position.  The Board reads the letter, recommends a few changes and agrees with Faith that an announcement should wait until the letter of hire is returned.
· Deliberations and Decision regarding the reclassification of Town Highway No 26 ( New Road)  - The Selectboard reviews the document called "Selectboard's Return, Town of Underhill, Order of Classification, Classification of Town Highway 26" as drafted by Vince Paradis.  Several minor changes to the document are noted, will be conveyed to Vince by Steve Walkerman and will be recorded as of May 27, 2010 in the town records.  The Selectboard then considers the reclassification of :

"Approximately 4000 feet of New Road from a Class 3/Class 4 to a Trail, starting just North of the Town Garage entrance for approximately 4000 feet to a point approximately 70 feet southerly of the south line of lands now or formerly of Fuller; said point being bounded on the east by lands now or formerly of Demarest and on the west by the Town of Underhill."  The Board discusses the option of reclassifying a shorter distance beginning just North of the Town Garage but ending just South of Dave Demarest's main driveway.  This shorter distance would:

· Reduce the length of the trail
· Give Dave Demarest access to his land via a town highway;

· Acknowledge the strong recommendation espoused during the public hearing on April 24 the town work out a compromise.

Dan Steinbauer moves to reclassify the shorter section of TH 26 as described above.  Steven Owen seconds the motion and all vote in favor of the motion.
The Board acknowledges that they now must work on how the trail will be managed and if the previous trail ordinance adopted by the town still applies.  Steve Walkerman will follow up with Vince to determine all next steps.
