Meeting Called to Order

· Investment Issues, Joan Lehouiller, Town Treasurer, Guest:  Joan meets with the Board to discuss the Town's investment vehicles.  FDIC limits coverage of funds to $100,000.  There is some discussion as to whether the limit is triggered per account or per depositor.   At times, the Town has quite a bit of money ($500,000-1,000,000) to invest because of early tax payments and especially with the state pre-bate program.    Joan expresses concern about the town investments given the current state of markets/banking and proposes putting the funds into a collateralized CD with the Chittenden Bank, which will protect the funds.  The Board states they would prefer not to pay fees if possible.  Steve suggests spreading the funds into separate accounts if the $100,000 FDIC protection is per account.  No decision is reached.

· Broadband Inquiry:  Seth Friedman, 144 Pleasant Valley Road Guest:  Seth comes in to ask the Board where the Broadband initiative is at.  He is frustrated as he has been forced to rent office space in another town because he cannot run his business from home because of the lack of high-speed internet.  Steve W. explains that the Broadband group is on temporary hiatus while it re-groups and reconsiders other options.  Seth asks about the Town supporting his attempt to get neighbors along Pleasant Valley Road and side roads together and to ask Comcast for services.  The Board agrees that if he can get the neighbors they will set up a meeting with Comcast.
· Break:  The Board takes a short dinner break.

· Facility Use Policies and TULIP:  Chris explains to the Board information recently received from VLCT regarding the town's liability when we rent a town facility or allow community organizations to use a facility.  Under the PACIF coverage, these activities are not covered.  VLCT recommends that the Town adopt facility usage policies and also require renters to purchase a Tenant Users Liability Insurance Policy ("TULIP") if they do not have other insurance that could cover their event.  At any rate, VLCT recommends that all renters/facility users present some evidence of insurance coverage to the Town.  The Board reviews the policies and suggests some edits.  They also ask Chris to check with VLCT to see if our insurance can be expanded to cover the Lions Club and the Jeri-Hill Seniors, community groups that have used the facility for a long time, or if policies could be amended to name specific groups from the insurance requirement.

· DRB Appointments:  On a motion, the Board approves the following members to new terms:  Scott Tobin, Stan Hamlet, and Peter Seybolt all to three year terms; and Roy Dunphy, (Alt) to a new one-year term.

· May Schedule:  The Board will meet on Thursday, May 2, 2008; on Monday, May 12, 2008; and on Thursday, May 29, 2008.  All meetings will start at 6:00 PM.  There is also a site visit for the Nowlan subdivision that includes a new curb cut on Saturday, May 3, 2008 at 8:30 AM.
· Traffic Committee Update: Dan Steinbauer reports on the first meeting of the Traffic Committee.  In the short term, they are going to explore no cost or low cost solutions to the traffic problems, and in the long term to prepare budget items for Town Meeting for higher cost solutions so that they can be discussed and voted on.

· VT Gas System:  Chris tells the Baord that after talking to the state floodplain coordinator at the Planning Commission meeting, the Town may need to submit the VT gas System plans to the state floodplain office if any of their lines are placed in the floodplain on their plan before the Town could grant an access permit for working in the Town right-of-way.
