Meeting Called to Order

Tatro Subdivision – Kari passes out a memo on the DRB's final hearing on the Tatro Subdivision held Monday November 16, 2009.  Cindy Cross Greenia joins the Selectboard.  She shares her concern about the DRB's recommendation to not require Mike Tatro to increase the width of the bridge from 11 feet to 20 feet as suggested by the UJFD.  She is concerned that fire trucks would not be able to cross the bridge safely and consequently, her home would be in greater danger.  Since the bridge has been in place for several years, the Selectboard asks Kari to research the original approval of the bridge.  The Selectboard also commits to visit the site to better understand the concerns.  The findings will be reviewed at the next Selectboard meeting. 
Anthony Cipri Hearing - Kari shares a letter to Anthony Cipri about a past due balance for hearing expenses related to a zoning violation of his Mullen Road property.  The Selectboard agrees to have Kari refer the case to the town lawyer for collections. 
AOT Route 15 – fence – Kari shares that AOT called her about a fence in the AOT right of way at 779 Route 15.  Previously, the owners contacted the town to ask if they could replace a fence.  Chris Murphy and Kari Papelbon said that if the fence was put back in its original place, replacement would be no problem.  They were both unaware that the fence was in the AOT right of way.  
All-Hazard Mitigation Plan – Kari shared a draft of the Town of Underhill All Hazards Mitigation Plan from the Chittenden County Regional Planning Commission (CCRPC).  The CCRPC is working on a county wide All Hazard Mitigation Plan.  They are asking for Underhill to update section of the Underhill Annex and will incorporate them in the overall plan for FEMA review.  Once finalized, the Town of Underhill All Hazard Mitigation Plan will be added to Underhill Emergency Operation Plan.  Kari is taking the lead on this for the town.
Certified Floodplain Manager – Kari requests that the town pay the exam cost and the cost of membership in the Association of State Flood Plain Managers.  The Selectboard agrees.

Meeting Continued:
· Minutes – Minutes from the last meeting are reviewed, approved as presented and signed.
· Planning Commission (PC) Draft Land Contract – Faith reports that she and Pam Shover talked with the town lawyer about the PCs draft land contract.  Faith will follow up with the Planning Commission about the outcome of the conversation in email.
· Planning Commission's (PC)request for funds – The PC is requesting additional funds to hire Sharon Murray to write a series of articles prior to the public hearing on the unified by law.  The Planning Administrator committed to writing them but given Chris Murphy's departure, the PC seeks Sharon's help.  The Selectboard approves this request.
· Crane Brook Trail – Faith passes out copies of Vermont Statute Title 24, Chapter 59, sections 1971 and 1972.  These statutes will guide the Selectboard's process for amending Underhill Trail Ordinance.  At the next meeting Faith will bring copies of the Underhill Trail Ordinance, and VLTC's recommended Trail Ordinance so that the board may proceed.

· Capital Improvement Draft Budget – The Selectboard adopts the Capital Improvement Budget as presented.  Faith will have the Capital Improvement Program and Policy and Budget posted on the website prior to the December 3, 2009 public hearing on the Capital Improvement Plan.
· Scrap Metal Dumpster – Faith reports that Tim Wick of Clean Green states that no hazardous waste has been found in the scrap metal dumpster.  Given this report, the Selectboard agrees to keep the scrap metal dumpster outside the gates on New Road.  Faith will draft a follow up letter to Seth Friedman.
· Meetings – The Selectboard agrees to a Highway Budget meeting with Rod Fuller, Foreman on Friday December 4, 2009 at 7:30 am in town hall.  The Selectboard also agrees to start their Thursday December 10th meeting at 5:00 to accommodate budget conversations with staff and committees.  The Selectboard also agrees to meet Tuesday January 19, 2011 instead of Thursday January 21, 2011 in order to accommodate Faith's planned absence from January 20 – 27, 2011
· Orders/Warrants - Orders and warrants are reviewed and signed.
