· Orders signed
· Minutes from 1-8-09 Reviewed and Accepted.

· Town Report Honorarium:  The Board approves on a motion by Dan the costs for a reception for Louella Lamphere to honor her for her years of service as Town Clerk.  Included approved costs are for cake, coffee, flowers, and paper products required for a cake and coffee reception.

· Budget Review:  The Board conducts the final budget review, and approves a budget of $1,547,597.  This is a 0.3% decrease over last year.
· Town Report Review:  The board reviews and approves with some minor edits the Selectboard Report, Budget Justification and the TA/PA Report.

· Humane Society:  Steve W. signs for the Board the Chittenden County Humane Society contract for the year for sheltering if necessary.

· Tennis Court Update:  Chris created an on-line pledge form that people can fill out on the web site and submit to the Recreation Committee for the tennis court fundraiser.  The web site has also been updated with an appeal and an ad will be placed in the Mountain Gazette and the appeal will be posted around Town for the fundraiser.

· Pam Shover, Chief Lister:  Pam meets with the Board about instituting a rolling reappraisal, which will result in new valuations every 5 years.  In years 1-4 property inspections will be conducted, and in year 5 the reappraisal numbers will be published, hearings will take place, and new values will take effect.  Because there will be reappraisal work done every year, the reappraisal fund will not support this work, and we will need to start budgeting about $12,000/year for reappraisals.




Pam also brings up the need to put the UJFD, the Land Contracts, 



and the MLF tax exemptions on the ballot.  Chris states she is not 



sure that all of them require ballot items, she will check with Vince 



Paradis about the Town's obligations. 


Pam inquires about the new laptop that she requested in her budget 
request.  Steve W. tells her that he had had the Town laptop dropped 
off at Sherman Networks and they had checked it out and said that it 
was fine.  They are cleaning it up and loading new software on it 
including extra memory, so the Board would like to have Pam try that 
out.

Pam also registered a complaint about the distribution of Health 
Promotion funds.
