Meeting Called to Order
· Minutes from 4-17-08 are read and accepted.

· Orders are signed.

· Fletcher letter, McClellan Farm Road:  Chris reads to the Board a letter from Robert Fletcher, 60 McClellan Farm Road.  Fletcher states that the right-of- way has encroached onto his property.   The Board agrees that they will do a site visit with Rod.  Steve W and Steve O are available tomorrow.  
· Site Visits:  The Board will conduct site visits to 99 Pleasant Valley Road; 97 Beartown Road; and to 60 McClellan Farm Road on Friday, May 2, 2008 beginning at 1:00 PM.
· Meeting with Regional Planning Commission Reps: Greg Brown (ED/CCRPC); Garrett Mott (Chair, RPC) Justin Dextradeur (Vice-Chair RPC) and Julie and Riley Foley, (Underhill RPC Reps.); Guests:  The Board meets with RPC representatives to review upcoming RPC work plans and staff changes.  Greg Brown will be leaving the ED position and Charlie Baker will be taking over the position by 7/1/08.
· Painting Specifications:  The Board approves painting specs for exteriors of the Town Hall, Center Post Office and District Schoolhouse.  Chris will put the Post Office out to bid using these specifications.

Executive Session:  The Board enters into executive session with Vincent Paradis, Town Attorney and Chris Murphy, Town Administrator to discuss a potential civil action.

· Investment Discussion, Joan Lehouiller, Town Treasurer, Guest: Joan explains collaterization of investments to the Board.  To insure safety above the $100,000 FDIC insured limit, Joan has found a vehicle through Chittenden Bank that will insure town funds above that limit for a percentage.  On a motion from Steve Walkerman seconded by Dan Steinbauer, the Board agrees to use this vehicle for investments.
· Facility Use Policy:  There were some questions on 4-17-08 as to whether the Town could expand its coverage to cover organizations such as the Lions Club and the JeriHill Seniors.  The answer from VLCT was no, but that we could opt not to cover these groups, although they did not recommend that.  In particular, they were worried about the exposure that the Seniors might have as they are using cooking facilities.  Chris went on the TULIP web site and found that to cover the Seniors would run about $500.00.  Chris recommends asking Jericho to cover this cost in alternate years, much as we do with the plowing of Mills Riverside Park now.  Chris has also put in a call to Tom Nugent who is in the Lions Club to see if they have a current policy that they could expand to cover their use of the Town Hall, but she hasn't heard back from him yet.
· Town Garage/Town Hall Roof Bid:  Chris reviews with the Board a bid from Green Mountain Roofing for repairs to the Town Garage and the Town Hall.  The bids will not be reflected in the Minutes until the bid process is complete.  Green Mountain Roofing included a bid for installing a corrugated metal roof and for using 30 year shingles.  When we hire the engineer to look at the Town Garage roof we will ask him to come up with specifications for both the garage and Town Hall roofs, so that the bidders will all be bidding on the same job.

· Town Admin. Computer:  Chris' computer is on the blink, Dell has agreed to send a new one under the warranty.  
· High Risk Road Program:  Chris has been contacted by Jason Charest of the CCMPO and River Road-Pleasant Valley Road has been recognized as a potential high-risk road, most notably because of the intersection of Sand Hill and River Road and the amount of accidents reported there since 2002 (5).  Jason had requested an email with anecdotal reports of other areas in the River Road-PVR corridor where accidents occurred that may not have been reported or were unsafe.  There was a short turn-around on this request, so Chris polled Town employees and identified the Stevensville Road intersection, the Corbett Road intersection, the stop sign on River Road in Underhill Center and about 3.5 miles down PVR by the St. Thomas Church cemetery as other potential high-risk sites.  Jason will join Bryan Davis of the MPO at the Traffic Committee's next meeting scheduled for 5/13/08.  

· Appointment of Chris Murphy as Interim ZA:  On a motion the Board appoints Chris Murphy, Town Administrator as   Interim Zoning Administrator to cover the Zoning Office when ZA Paplebon is on vacation. 

· VSP:  Chris reports that the day that the wireless network was set up in the Town Office the Vermont State Police called and asked if we had it and if so if the Town would mind if they occasionally used it.  The Board agrees that there are no objections.
