1. New Member.  Karen introduced Barbara Yerrick, a former Conservation Commission member interested in re-appointment.  Barbara described her interests in conservation and background.  Karen made a motion to recommend that Barbara be appointed to the Conservation Commission. Mary seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
2. Rules of Procedure. Trevor distributed copies of the UCC Rules of Procedure dated 5/9/09.  Barbara G. made a motion to adopt the Rules, seconded by Karen and approved unanimously.
3.  Meeting Minutes.   Faith moved to accept minutes of 4/13/09 meeting, second by Barbara G and approved unanimously.  Barbara G moved to accept minutes of 4/27/09, second by Karen and approved unanimously.  
4. Conservation Training. Mary reported on a workshop she attended on vernal pools in Cambridge and Trevor on the Keeping Track program he participated in this past winter.
5. Green Up Day 2009. Mary and Faith, the Green-Up Day coordinators, noted that while only about 30 drop offs were made, people were reporting well-cleaned road sides. Discussed ways to increase participation in Green-up Day including improved signage, especially sandwich boards at town hall and better publicity and partnerships.
6. Plant Sale. June 6, 9 a.m. Mary said Sue Kusserow will help with publicity by contacting the Mountain Gazette, posting flyers, helping with the sandwich boards, and contacting Jay Lederman to be the “auctioneer” for the sale. Faith will write up an email message about the sale to post on town website, and send through the town email list and the Front Porch Forum. All agreed to forward message to gardening friends and encourage their participation. Trevor will bring Nature Conservancy information about invasive plants to display and distribute at the event.
7. Discussion on draft Natural Resources Section for Town Plan Update. Trevor distributed version 11 of the Natural Resources section. After discussion about how best to integrate the suggestions made by Jens Hilke at the last meeting all agreed that the narrative parts should be kept separate as-is, but the goals and strategies should be combined where possible and presented at the end of the section. Trevor asked that any members with edits, email them to him within the next two weeks and copy other members.
8. Crane Brook. Mary brought copies of maps and documents associated with the Crane Brook Conservation Area provided by Betty Moore. Trevor took the copies and will consolidate them with other documentation related to the conservation area.
