SELECTBOARD MEETING MINUTES
Wednesday, April 22, 2010

Present:  Steve Walkerman – Chair, Dan Steinbauer – Vice Chair, Steve Owen – Selectboard, Faith I. Brown - Interim Town Administrator
6:58 PM	Compensation for Town Planner and Town Treasurer:  The Selectboard discusses that fact that  Kari Papelbon has taken over the staff planning functions for the town along with her zoning responsibilities.  The Selectboard believes she should be compensated for these additional responsibilities.  After discussing the town’s current financial status and looking at the salaries that are budgeted for FY 2010/2011, the Selectboard agrees to give Kari $7,000 annually in additional compensation before taxes.  This additional compensation shall be retroactive to the first full pay period in April.  
The Selectboard goes on to discuss the role of the town treasurer and the fact that Sheri Morin was elected both town treasurer and town clerk.  The Selectboard believes Sherri should be compensated for these additional responsibilities.  The Selectboard reflects on the survey done of other town treasurers who work with a finance officer that shows compensation for the treasurer from several hundred dollars up to $10,000.  They also reflect on the town’s current financial situation and budgeted salaries for the next fiscal year.  Given all these factors, the Selectboard agrees to compensate Sheri an additional $6000 per year for the additional treasurer’s responsibilities and to relook at the compensation once the finance officer has been hired and six months later.  The salary increase shall be retroactive to the first full pay period in April.
Site Visit and Hearing on New Road:  The Selectboard discusses the upcoming hearing on the possible reclassification of a piece of New Road into a trail.  Given that Steve Walkerman will be out of town, Dan Steinbauer will run the site visit and hearing.  They agree that the important points for the for the Selectboard are:
1. The reclassification was done properly the first time.
2. Back in 2001, there was confusion about how regulate a trail i.e. should it be blocked off or left open and what kinds of uses should be allowed on the trail.
3. The SB wants to bring the trail and how to regulate it and use it back in front of the town.
4. The SB does not want to eliminate access of abutting landowners to their property.
The Selectboard asks Faith to follow up with Vince about next steps after the hearing.
Draft Town Plan: Kari Papelbon – Zoning and Planning Administrator – joined the meeting.  She tells the Selectboard that the Planning Commission is submitting a draft revised town plan to the Selectboard for their review tonight.  Kari will get the documents and the reports to the Selectboard and on the web for public viewing tomorrow.
MacDonough Subdivision:  Steve Walkerman and Dan Steinbauer report that they did a site visit of the curb cut and driveway for the MacDonough Subdivision on Krug Road.  The Selectboard unanimously agrees to approve the curb cut and driveway design for the subdivision.
David Ely Access Permit on Moose Run:  Kari Papelbon explains that in David Ely’s first access permit on Moose Run in 2008, the Selectboard required 18 inch culverts rather than the 15 inch culverts in the design.  David has come back to the town asking for permission to use 15 inch culverts instead of the 18 inches required at first.  David has consulted with Jim Bedell who states that 15 inch culverts are sufficient.  The Selectboard agrees to allow 15 inch culverts as part of David Ely’s access permit.  Kari will draw up a new permit for David so that the paperwork is clear.
