SELECTBOARD MEETING MINUTES
Thursday, September 2, 2010

Present:  Steve Walkerman – Chair, Dan Steinbauer – Vice Chair, Steve Owen – Selectboard, Faith I. Brown – Interim Administrator.

Meeting opens:
Kari Papelbon – Zoning and Planning Administrator joins the meeting:
· FEMA Maps: Kari reports that she received updated draft Floodplain Maps from FEMA.  Most of the changes that Underhill recommended have been incorporated, including the concerns that were raised in the Center.  Digital GIS data is not yet available, but has been requested from FEMA.  Once the GIS data is available, Kari will produce tax maps showing property boundaries and the new floodplain boundaries for all properties with floodplain.  These will be sent to landowners with a copy of the new floodplain regulations and a letter explaining the new information.
· Kendall Property – Junk Cars: Kari reports that junk cars remain at the Kendall Property on Poker Hill Road.  She will do a site visit tomorrow and send a note to the Kendall's letting them know if they are not removed, enforcement proceedings will commence.

· Sandy Murphy – Noise Disturbance: Kari shares with the Selectboard the letter from Sandy Murphy about her concerns regarding her neighbors on Irish Settlement Road.  Kari reviews the multi-year history of this conflict and states that she and the Town's Animal Control Officer do not find anything enforceable due to the agricultural nature of the noise.  The Selectboard asks Faith to write a letter to the Clark's letting them know of Sandy Murphy's complaint and send a copy of the letter to Sandy Murphy.  Kari also spoke to the Town Attorney and he informed her there is no Town ordinance for animal noise, and the Nuisance Ordinance cannot be enforced in this case.
· Sharon Murray: Kari reports that both she and the Planning Commission request that the contract with Sharon Murray be extended for another 6 months – October 2010 – March, 2011.  Sharon is working with the Planning Commission to update the town's by-laws and at the same time, mentoring Kari in her role as Planning Administrator.  The Selectboard agrees to extend the contract.
· Conference Request: Kari requests permission to attend the 2010 Statewide Housing Conference on Thursday, November 18, 2010 in Burlington.  The cost of the conference is $60.00.  The Selectboard agrees.

Meeting Continues

· Property Assessed Clean Energy (PACE) program: The Selectboard reviews the information on Vermont Energy Investment Corporation's (VEIC) PACE Quick Start program.  The Selectboard agrees to join VEIC's Quick Start program and signs a letter to VEIC acknowledging the town's interest in doing so.
· Updating Underhill's Traffic Ordinance for Poker Hill Road:  Faith reminds the Selectboard that CCMPO did a traffic study on Poker Hill, from VT Route 15 to .1 miles North of Deer Run., to determine the appropriate speed limit for that area.  That section of Poker Hill is currently marked as 25 mph but is recorded in the ordinance as 35 mph. CCMPO did the study this summer and recommends 25 mph. Faith reviews the process the town needs to follow to update the ordinance (VSA Title 24 Chapter 59 Paragraph 1972).  The board unanimously agrees to adopt the recommended 25 mph in that section of Poker Hill and Faith will begin the proceedings according to the statute referenced above.
· VLCT Memos: Faith shares copies of VLCT's memos on the draft 2011 VLCT Municipal Policy and the Candidate Form Took Kit.  She also reviews the letter from Chris Laberge, Senior Loss Control Consultant from VLCT that says he found no safety issues at the town when he visited on August 11, 2010.
· Minutes from 08.19.10 and 08.31.10: Minutes are reviewed and signed.
· Warrants and Orders: Warrants and orders are reviewed and signed.

Lt Robert Stebbins and Deputy Brian Welch from the Chittenden County Sheriff's office join the meeting.   The Sheriffs update the Selectboard on their contract to patrol Underhill's roads for 5.5 hrs per week.  Discussion follows.  The Selectboard agrees to consider increasing the contract hours in Underhill but first asks Faith to put together a report on the expenses and revenues related to the Sheriff's traffic enforcement.  Faith will bring a report to the next meeting.

· New Business – Dan asks when the Selectboard must put together a survey for the town residents to fill out at the Fall elections.  Steve explains that since the survey will not be a ballot item the Selectboard has an opportunity to develop a survey right up to the night before elections.  The Selectboard agrees to talk about a survey related to the possible Gravel Pit on New Road at its September 30, 2010 meeting.
