1. Minutes.  No quorum was present for the meeting in August so no minutes were available.  
2. Harvest Market.  Barbara Green updated members on arrangements that had been made for the booth at the Harvest Market on September 25/26, that will be shared with the Jericho Conservation Commission and the Jericho Underhill Land Trust. Tasks were assigned for publicity and setting up and manning the booth. Balsam trees had been ordered and it was decided they should be sold for $3 each or $2.50 each for 10 or more.

3. New Road Reclassification – Trevor updated members on the town’s lack of action in protecting the New Road from vehicular use.  All agreed that the road should be blocked off to vehicular use to prevent further damage until the suit involving the status of the road is resolved. Barbara G. made a motion that Trevor write a letter or meet with the Selectboard to block off vehicular access to the New Road in keeping with town policy.  Barbary Y. seconded and all voted in favor.  Trevor said he will talk with Faith Brown to determine the best approach to addressing the matter.
4. Habitat Block Regional Connectivity Project – Trevor said he will be getting an update soon on the status of the habitat connectivity project and expects that the project will resume in December this year.
5. Miscellaneous Business – Trevor said nothing new has taken place on the Fish Passage Projects.  All agreed to work on recruiting new UCC members at Harvest Market. Trevor indicated that at the next meeting he would like to discuss implementation of the new town plan, especially in regards to issues associated with stream setback buffers.
