Members present: Trevor Squirrell - chair, Barbara Green, Karen McKnight, Barbara Yerrick and Faith Ingulsrud.

1. Minutes.  After Trevor made a correction, Barbara G. motioned to approve the minutes, seconded by Karen and the motion passed unanimously.  
2. Harvest Market.  Barbara Green re-capped the Harvest Market on September 25/26, noting that once again it provided a good opportunity to coordinate with the Jericho Conservation Commission and the Jericho Underhill Land Trust. A few people who visited the booth had expressed interest in serving on the Conservation Commission and Trevor said he would follow up with them. Some ideas for more interactive displays next year included:

· Posting a map of the town where people can use push pins to mark their house, etc.
· A craft project sale like making tee shirts with leaf paintings.

· Plant and/or bake sale.

Trevor noted that 40-50 balsam trees remain from the tree sale but $637 had been raised to date. Tree costs totaled $497. Next time it was proposed that incentives be offered for selling trees in lots of 10, since the trees are bundled that way.   
3. New Road Reclassification – Trevor reported that he will be meeting with the Selectboard on October 28 to request that New Road block vehicular access in keeping with town policy. 
4. Habitat Block Regional Connectivity Project – Trevor talked with the habitat connectivity project coordinator in Jericho who said Jesse Mohr will be sending out maps showing the status of data collection to date. Trevor suggested all members collect names of people willing to participate again this year and organize a meeting in November to review the data collection protocols.  It was also suggested that the participating towns pool their funds to invite Sue Morse to give a refresher presentation on wildlife tracking, and publicize it for all people interested in wildlife. 
5. Fish Passage Project – Nothing new has taken place on the Fish Passage Projects according to Trevor.
6. Data Collection and Mapping – Trevor explained his interest in engaging some local volunteers with GIS skills to work with the Conservation Commission on mapping issues and noted that two such people have expressed interest in helping.  That led to general discussion about outreach and making mapping data more available to townspeople.  Barbara G. suggested the possibility of publishing a quarterly E-newsletter on conservation issues, maybe in coordination with the Jericho Conservation Commission. 
7. Town Plan Natural Resource Section – Trevor suggested that the Commission spend at least 30 minutes at the next meeting reviewing the pertinent sections of the Town Plan, especially the goals and strategies, to develop a work plan for the next year.
