SELECTBOARD MEETING MINUTES

Kari Papelbon, Zoning and Planning Administrator
· Abbi Jaffe – Access Permit Application: Abbi joined the meeting and spoke with the Selectboard about her planned changes to her driveway.  Last year she was denied a permit to run a home business because of concerns about her driveway.  She now has a set of plans that address the issues raised and is seeking the board's approval for these plans.  
· Chris DiStefano – Access Permit Application: Kari shares with the board that Rod Fuller visited the DiStefano property and had no concerns about the additional driveway except that Chris DiStefano is required to use a culvert that, at a minimum, is 24 inches in diameter and 30 feet in length.  

· Dave Boyden – Access Permit Application: Kari shares with the board her letter to Dave Boyden notifying him that he does not need an access permit to his lot on 26 Westman Road because when the lot was created in 2005, a driveway design was submitted and approved.

· Vermont Community Development Association: Kari asks the board if the town can join this association.  She feels that the association may provide leads to new funding sources for the town.  Dan makes to spend $35 to join the association and Steve Owen seconds.  Dan and Steve both vote in favor of joining.

Meeting Continues:
· Conservation Commission – Change in Number of Members: Faith reports that Sherri Morin found that the Conservation Commission was established by vote at town meeting in March 1989.  Therefore in order to change the number of members of the commission from 9 to 7, as requested by the commission, the town must vote on it at next the town meeting.
· CSWD Community Clean Up Fund: Faith shares with the board the letter she received from Mike Weisel about the $2000 fund that Underhill has with CSWD for solid waste clean up.(Steve Walkerman joins meeting). The Selectboard discusses the fund and then asks Faith to contact the Conservation Commission about the fund in regard to any waste that may be indentified on Green Up Day.
· Jaffe and DiStefano Access Permits: Kari reviews the applications with Steve Walkerman and the board unanimously approves the applications with the culvert requirement for the DiStefano driveway.
· Jericho Underhill Planning: Kari shares with the board that as part of her planning responsibilities, she has joined the group working on plans for the Riverside/Flats area in Jericho and Underhill.  She shares background materials with the board and mentions that she is a part of the steering committee that was formed.  The work has been divided into three groups: Village Master Plan, Market/Demographic Study and Transportation.  The Village Master Plan group will seek a Village Center Designation from the Vermont Downtown Program of the Department of Housing and Community Affairs.  Kari explains that the designation has nothing to do with zoning but would offer a series of tax benefits to land and business owners in the area and give the village center priority status for some state funding.  The Board unanimously supports the Village Center Planning process and the work of the steering committee.  They agree to attend a joint meeting with Jericho and Underhill Selectboards and Planning Commissions on May 20, 2010.  Kari will draft a formal letter of support for the board.
· Poker Hill Road Complaint:  Steve shares that he received a phone call complaining about the junk cars on Cynthia Emmons property on Poker Hill Road.  The town has a long history of concern about the property.  Kari will research the history and bring recommendations to the next meeting.
· Planning Administration - Sharon Murray Contract: Kari explains that she met with Sharon Murray about mentoring her work as the Planning Administrator.  They are both excited about the opportunity.  Kari will schedule her time with Sharon on an as needed basis (up to 10 hours per month) and she will involve the Planning Commission in the focus and direction of her work with Sharon.  The board reviews the contract from Sharon and Steve Walkerman signs it for the board.
· Sign Orders and Warrants: Orders and warrants are signed.
· Approve and Sign Minutes – March 18, 2010: The Selectboard unanimously approves the minutes.  Steve Walkerman signs them.
· Sign Town Contracts: Town Land Contracts are signed.
· MasterCard Business Card Resolution – New Card: The board approves the resolution authorizing MasterCard to issue a credit card for the town of Underhill in Sheri Morin's name - Town Clerk and Treasurer. 

· Reclassifying or Discontinuing Town Highways – Notifying the State: Faith shares a letter from the Department of Forest, Parks and Recreation which clarifies the department's interpretation of Title 19 V.S.A.  The department interprets Title 19 V.S.A as saying a town must notify the state before they reclassify or discontinue any town highway.
· Blakey Road – Trudeau Residence:  Faith shares a copy of the letter written to Joel Trudeau of 50 Blakey Road in Underhill from the Department of Environmental Conservation.  An underground heating oil tank was removed from the property in September 2009 and petroleum contamination was found.  Site management activities were undertaken by Ross Environment Associates and have now been completed.  
· Cloverdale Culvert: Faith reports that Ray Doherty of Vermont Emergency Management said that the town could sub-contract its responsibility to maintain the culvert to the Cloverdale Road Association.  Steve Walkerman points out that the town would ask the Cloverdale Road Association to post a bond that the town could draw upon to hire someone to do the maintenance if the road association failed to do so.  Given the resolution of this issue, the board directs Faith to contact Laura DiPietro about signing the agreement and contact the town's legal counsel about developing the set of contingencies the road association must meet prior to undertaking the project.  The Selectboard also asks Faith to contact Rod Fuller, Town Highway Foreman, about putting together a bid for the work. 
· Project Graduation:  Faith tells the board that the town of Jericho is asking the towns in the Chittenden East Supervisory Union to share the cost of an ad in the Project Graduation brochure.  The Selectboard unanimously agrees to authorize $50 for this purpose.
· Review of Salaries – YTD and Budget 10/11:  Faith reviews her memo dated April 1, 2010 about YTD Finances and Budgeted Salaries.  The Selectboard agrees to review the material carefully before the next meeting and take up the issue of compensation for the Zoning and Planning Administrator and the Town Treasurer at the next meeting.
