SELECTBOARD MEETING MINUTES
Thursday, September 30, 2010
Present: Dan Steinbauer – Vice Chair, Steve Owen – Selectboard, Faith Brown, Interim Administrator
6:00 PM
Michele Boomhower and Charlie Baker – potential merger of CCMPO and CCRPC: Michele, Charlie and Leslie Pelch, CCRPC Board Chair, join the Selectboard to discuss the potential merger of their two organizations.  They hand out material for further review and answer questions.  The Selectboard indicates that they support the merger and are pleased with the support we get from both organizations.

Meeting continues:
· Sherri Morin – Clerk/Treasurer – October Absence – Sherri joins the meeting and explains that she is on vacation from October 4 through October 24.  She will return to town hall on October 25th.  Nancy Bradford will be covering her clerk duties and she has asked Pam Shover to cover her as Assistant Treasurer.  She requests to pay Pam $25/hr for her work as Assistant Treasurer.  The board approves her request.
· Kari Papelbon – Planning and Zoning Administrator: Kari joins the meeting.
· VLCT's Planning and Zoning Forum: Kari asks permission to attend the VLCT's Forum on Planning and Zoning and asks the Selectboard to cover the $55 cost for Irene Linde – Planning Commission and Penny Miller – Development Review Board.  The Selectboard agrees.
· FEMA Floodplain Maps Update: Kari mentions that we now have the GIS data for the updated FEMA DFIRM (floodplain) maps that will become effective next spring.  Kari is preparing letters and individualized maps to residents whose homes are located in the Special Flood Hazard Area.
· Village Center Designation Update: Kari and Seth Jensen presented Jericho and Underhill's application for a Village Center Designation to the Vermont Downtown Board this past Tuesday. The board slightly adjusted the boundaries to the Village Center and approved the application.  This designation creates, in essence, is a tax incentive district and does not have anything to do with town zoning regulations.
· PC Hearings on proposed regulations:  Kari shares that the Planning Commission is finishing up its work on the unified bylaw. They plan to hold two public hearing in late October or early November on the draft bylaw.  Based on feedback from those hearing, they will present the regulations to the Selectboard for review.  The Selectboard must hold a hearing and review the bylaw by early January in order for the new regulations to be voted on at Town Meeting 2011.
· Driveway approvals: 
· 26 Irish Settlement Road – Kari is asking to waive the $50 access permit fee for Sandra Costes and to approve the access permit.  Sandra needs a permit because the town's original review was incomplete. The board agrees and signs the permit.
· Bridle Trail – off Poker Hill Road – Peter Macone has submitted an access permit for his land adjacent to Bridle Trail.  Rod Fuller, Road Foreman, says the sight lines are good and recommends an 18" x 30" culvert in the ROW.  The Selectboard approves and signs the permit.
· Repa Road Lot 4 – Lewis Kindt has submitted an access permit application for land he is purchasing from Gary Holbrook on Repa Road.  Rod Fuller reviewed the lot and says that although a culvert is not needed for the ROW there will need to be a lot of drainage work done on the property.  Rod says site distances are good. His only request is that the driveway be brought up to the current level of the road.  The board approves and signs the access permit as presented.

· Simple Subordination of Taxes – Bill Slattery joins the meeting to discuss his mortgage company's request for the town's tax lien to be subordinate to his mortgage.  Bill explains that his closing has been held up because he is in an open land contract with the town and his mortgage companies is requesting that the town's subordinate its tax lien to the mortgage.  Sherri Morin, Town Clerk/Treasurer, explains that all tax liens legally come ahead of a mortgage and that the town has never been asked to subordinate its tax lien.  Faith recommends that the town have this reviewed by a lawyer given that it could be precedent setting.  The Selectboard agrees and Faith will seek to bring this question back to the Selectboard's October 14 meeting for a decision.  Sherri also recommends that if the Selectboard decides to sign this subordination and others in the future, they think about appointing someone who is in the office routinely to be their Duly Authorized Agent so not to hold up mortgage closings in the future.
· Sign Special Meeting and Gravel Pit Warning:  Faith presents the Selectboard with the official notice of the special meeting and ballot item to be voted on November 2, 2010.  Dan Steinbauer reads the language of the notice and ballot question including reference to the October 28, 2010 7:00 PM public meeting on the gravel pit ballot item.  The Selectboard approves the notice and signs it.  Faith will give it to Sherri Morin to be recorded in the town records.
· Minutes from 09.16.10 – Minutes are reviewed but not signed given that Dan Steinbauer was not present at the meeting and cannot vouch for the accuracy of the minutes.  Faith will bring them for review, approval and signature at the October 14, 2010 Selectboard meeting.
· Warrants and Orders – Warrants and Orders reviewed and signed.
· New Business – Carol Butler, who has been observing the meeting, requests that the Selectboard review the Trail Handbook, written by the Underhill Trails Committee, in preparation for its conversation with the Trails Committee at its October 14 meeting.
