Minutes

I.  Minutes of 1/19/11 and 3/2/11 meetings were accepted as amended

II.  Phil Jacobs was introduced and invited to present his ideas for further development of his land in Underhill Flats. He provided a history of the parcel, but as he does not have an overall concept for development of the entire parcel he asked for PC input.

A long conversation followed, which included the following information:

There is adequate septic capacity for 200 housing units.

Two access points are suitable.

Phil has developed five lots, of which three have been sold and one is before the DRB for approval as a building lot.  

There are potentially 3-5 more market-rate building lots on the hill adjacent to the subdivided lots on Jacobs Hill.

Phil does not consider himself a developer and does not necessarily want to develop the entire project himself.

Comments and suggestions from PC included:

Coordination with development in the Jericho portion of the Village is important.

Mixed use would be best, and senior and/or affordable units should be included.

Community gardens, walking paths, recreation space, etc. would enhance the project.

Perhaps Fletcher Allen would be interested in locating a clinic on the property.

It would be possible to sell all or part of the land to a developer as an already permitted project.

Kari feels it would be beneficial for PC,  Conservation Commission, and Fire Department to be involved in DRB permitting process for this land. 

To  help Phil move forward:

   Kari will give him various allowable scenarios for density

   PC will walk the land with Phil at a later date

   PC members will re-read the relevant regulationsand discuss how we can help    
the process

III.  Road Ordinance:  Kari has written a draft, based on statute, existing policy, and samples from similar towns.  She has highlighted sections for Rod to work on or approve as they stand.
