SELECTBOARD MEETING MINUTES
Thursday, August 19, 2010
Present:  Steve Walkerman – Chair, Steve Owen – Selectboard, Faith I. Brown – Interim Administrator.

5:00 PM
Site visit to 157 Stevensville Road – Doherty's with Rod Fuller, Road Foreman: Steven Owen, Rod Fuller and Faith Brown meet John Doherty in front of his residence at 157 Stevensville Road.  John points out that the bank in front of his house that was altered last October when the road crew worked on the culverts and ditches is eroding because grass has not grown in to hold the embankment.  Alternative ways to fix the bank are discussed.  Rod agrees to pull the stump in the middle of the embankment, add top soil, sow grass seed and hold it in place with a heavy mat.  Rod feels certain, if the weather supports the growth of grass, that this will stop the erosion.  Rod expects to have this work done by mid September.

Kari Papelbon – Zoning and Planning Administrator – Memo: The Selectboard reviews Kari's memo dated August 19, 2010.
· Permit – 17 Doon Road: Approved with the condition that the driveway will be constructed per the Underhill Road Policy.
· HUD Sustainable Communities Regional Planning Grant – The Selectboard agrees to sign the letter of commitment after reading Kari's memo and reviewing the material sent by Charlie Baker, Executive Director of the Chittenden County Regional Planning Commission.
· Vermont Gas – Approval to work in Right-of-Way – River Rd: The Selectboard reviews Kari's map showing the extension of the Vermont Gas System 600 feet along River Road from Jericho to 58 River Road.  The Selectboard approves the work in the right-of-way as designated by Rod Fuller, Road Foreman.
· Junk Cars on Kendall Property – The Selectboard reviews Kari's note about the 10 cars now at the Kendall property on Poker Hill. They request that Kari do a site visit, assess whether the cars are junk cars and determine whether a fine should be assessed.

Meeting Continues
· Vermont Municipal Bond Bank Refunding:  The board reads and signs the information from the Vermont Municipal Bond Bank about the renegotiation of municipal bonds that ultimately reduce the interest rate on the Underhill's bond.
· Listers – Dept of Taxes – Computer Appraisal Services Contract: The Selectboard approves and sign the contract with the Vermont State Department of Taxes for the listers.
· Poker Hill Road Speed Limit – Chittenden County Metropolitan Planning Organization (CCMPO) Study: Faith shares the speed limit study report on the section of Poker Hill Road from Route 15 to .1 miles North of Deer Run.  CCMPO recommends that this section of the road be posted at 25 mph.  The Selectboard asks Faith to find out how the Selectboard needs to adopt this speed limit in order for it to be enforced.  Faith will report back at the next meeting.
· Fall Ballot – Gravel Pit: Faith reviews Sherri's email dated 8/19/2010 about the fall ballot and the deadline to include a ballot item on the state ballot for no charge.  The Selectboard agrees they would like to do an informal survey about a potential gravel pit and agree to do a paper survey that will be hand counted.
· Roy Drive – proposed wireless communication facility: Faith reviews the letter from StoneHill Environmental, Inc about a proposed wireless communications facility on Duffy Hill in Westford, VT.  StoneHill wrote the town asking about any historically significant Underhill properties close to Duffy Hill and seeking local community input.  Faith explains that Roy Drive properties are the only Underhill properties close to Duffy Hill.  The board asks Faith to write StoneHill and the residents making them aware of each other and the project.  They also suggest Faith post something about the proposed project on the town website.
· Minutes from 08.05.10: Minutes are reviewed and signed.
· Warrants and Orders:  Warrants and orders are reviewed and signed. 
· New Business: The board discusses the unanticipated length of time that Pleasant Valley Road has been closed.  They agree to hold an open public meeting about the Pleasant Valley Road project in order to share specific information about the projects delay and gain feedback from residents on how a similar project in the future might be handled differently.  Faith will schedule the meeting for 7:00 September 16 at Town Hall and will move the Selectboard meeting that night back to 5:00 PM.
