SELECTBOARD MEETING MINUTES

Thursday, July 1, 2010

5:15 PM          The Selectboard opens the meeting.

· 2010/2011 Tax Rate:
The meeting opens with a discussion of the preliminary year end financials.   A significant number of expenses have not yet been posted.  However, it appears that revenue alone is $95,000 above budget.  Based on that, the Selectboard decides to reduce the budgeted amount needed to be raised by $100,000 for FY 10/11.  The resulting municipal tax rate, approved by the Selectboard, is .4225.  With the local Agreement added in, the total tax per $100 of appraised property value will be .4530.  This is basically equivalent to last year's rate of .4526.  When the education tax rate is added in, the total residential tax rate will be 1.7626 and the total non-residential rate will be 1.881.

· Pleasant Valley Road Construction:  Rod reviews a concern about the recommended placement of the utility poles on the section of Pleasant Valley Road being reconstructed.  Several alternatives are discussed.  Rod will follow-up with Fairpoint and see if he can address the concern.  Rod also mentions that he is interested in the possibility of completely closing Pleasant Valley Road from just before Mountain Road to just after New Road for just over two weeks.  Originally, he had planned to close it during the day as needed but open it at night for traffic.  By reopening the road every night, the road will be under construction for up to four to five weeks due to the time necessary to get the road back in shape for travel.  Additionally, the unpredictability of closing on an ‘as needed’ basis was a concern for several residents, workers and public services (ambulance).  Based on the efficiency of completely closing the road and on the predictability for Pleasant Valley Road travelers, the board approves closing the road from July 19 through August 3.  It will reopen August 4.  The board asks Rod to place signs indicating the planned closure and asks Faith to post the closure on the website, on town bulletin boards and in the next Mountain Gazette.  Kari also suggests posting a notice at the Clark's Trucking time/temperature sign.

· Signs at the intersection of PV, River and Krug Roads – Given the recent complaint about the stop signs at the intersection of Pleasant Valley Road, River Road and Krug Road, Rod suggests that when the roads are painted this year, they paint a stop bar and the word STOP at each of the roads in the intersection.  The Selectboard agrees.
· Town Hall Water Problems – Sherri shows the board where ground water has been coming into the old section of the town vault.  The board discusses the current drainage situation around Town Hall and authorizes Sherri to get an estimate on how to fix the problem.
· Warrants: The board reviews and signs the warrants.
