· CCRPC 2009-2010 Workplan Review, Charlie Baker, E.D. and Justin Dextradeur, Board Chairman, Guests: The Board reviews with Charlie and Justin the upcoming projects this year that will need RPC review and/or assistance.  They include: Town Plan drafts; new unified by-law; capital budgeting grant; and the EOP.  Charlie told Chris to send the EOP to Melanie Needled for review to assure that it is up-to-date before SB adoption.  Charlie said there is also going to be a discussion of community policing to try to consolidate dispatching services; there is not a plan on the table at this point to include communities without a police department in the community policing, it is just to consolidate duplicative services.  The RPC may get some federal grant money for energy projects they will keep us posted as details are available.  
· Schedule:  Capital Budgeting training under a municipal education grant from DHCA will be conducted by the DHCA on Weds. June 10 at 6:30 PM.  The PC, SB, Highway Foreman and Town Administrator will attend.  The next Selectboard meeting will be held on Tuesday, June 9, 2009 at 7:00 AM.  
· Trail Handbook:  A draft of the Trails Handbook is distributed.  This is draft one, it has not been reviewed yet by the Trails Committee, but they will be looking at it next Tuesday and will begin the editing process.  
· Request to waive DRB Hearing Fees: Chris distributes the Zoning Administrator and DRB's request to waive hearing fees for McCauley, 424 VT Rte 15.  They are going to put up a fence on an existing small lot, one that pre-dates the creation of the zoning districts and will need a variance.  Because of the existing small lot, and the fact that the owners have talked to each of their abutting neighbors and have received no objection, the variance hearing is very pro forma.  (With the small lot the geographical requirements of the variance criteria are easily met.)  This is one of those instances where because a lot pre-dates zoning, the landowner must have a hearing for any lot development, whereas their neighbors don not have to have a hearing for the same type of development if their lots conform to zoning requirements.  The Board agrees to waive the $150.00 hearing fee.  All other fees shall be assessed.
· Delta Dental Insurance Increase: Northeast Delta Dental will be increasing their rates an average of 6.9%.  We had projected and budgeted for an 8% increase.
