I. INTRODUCTION AND PROCEDURAL HISTORY 
 
 This proceeding concerns Ron and Susan Racine’s application for a boundary line 

adjustment for property they own located at 32 Krug Road in Underhill, Vermont and 
property owned by Barney and Irene Kelley located at 18 Krug Road in Underhill, 
Vermont. 

 
1. On February 11, 2008 Ron and Susan Racine filed an application for a boundary line 

adjustment.  A copy of the application and site plan are available at the Underhill Town 
Hall.   

 
2. On March 1, 2008 a copy of the notice of a hearing on the boundary line adjustment 

application was mailed to the applicants, Ron and Susan Racine, 32 Krug Road, 
Underhill, Vermont, 05489 and to following owners of properties adjoining the property 
subject to the application:

II. FINDINGS 
 
Background 

 
The Minutes of the meeting written by Kari Papelbon are incorporated by reference into this 
decision.  Please refer to these Minutes for a summary of the testimony. 
 
Based on the application, testimony, exhibits, and other evidence the Development Review Board 
makes the following findings: 
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1. The subject properties, 32 Krug Road and 18 Krug Road, lie in the Rural Residential and 
Water Conservation zoning districts.   

 
2. The Applicants, Ron and Susan Racine, are applying for a boundary line adjustment 

between property at 32 Krug Road (KR032) and 18 Krug Road (KR018).  Approximately 
0.69 acres will be transferred to KR018 from KR032, bringing the total acreage for each 
parcel to 6.06 acres and 5.06 acres respectively.   

 
3. Each lot will exceed minimum lot size for the Rural Residential and Water Conservation 

zoning districts after the boundary line adjustment. 
 
4. The applicants currently have a State Subdivision permit, #EC-4-1951, for the relocation of 

the water supply and construction of a replacement mound wastewater disposal system. 
 
5. Although boundary line adjustments may be exempt from State wastewater/potable water 

supply permitting and identifying a replacement septic area is not required, the applicants 
have decided to amend permit #EC-4-1951 to reflect the change in lot size and 
configuration. 

 
6. The acreage to be conveyed could not be developed for human habitation.   
 
III. DECISION  
 
 Based upon the findings above, the Development Review Board grants approval for the 

boundary line adjustment of 0.69 acres as presented at the hearing.   
 
 The following documents are required to be submitted and recorded in the Town of 

Underhill Land Records: 
 

1. A Mylar of the survey conveying 0.69 acres from 32 Krug Road to 18 Krug Road 
as presented at the hearing.   

 
2. The deed reflecting the 0.69 acre conveyance from Ron and Susan Racine to 

Barney and Irene Kelley.
