UNDERHILL SELECTBOARD MINUTES

Thursday, March 19, 2009

6:00 PM:
 Meeting Called to Order

· Minutes from 3-5-09 Reviewed and accepted as written.

· Orders are signed.
· POP Program:  The Board reviews information from Joan about the POP program, they approve this, they thought they had last fall.

· Rules of Procedure:  The Board reviews and adopts the Rules of Procedure they had discussed on March 5, 2009.
· Schedule is reviewed.
· Sheriff Kevin McLaughlin, Lt. Bob Stebbins; Capt. Mike Major; Chittenden County Sheriff's Department:  Sheriff McLaughlin and his officers meet with the Board to discuss a possible traffic enforcement contract with the Town.  The officer's explain that the contract is flexible: it can be for as little or as many hours per month for as many months as we want, and can be cancelled at any time.  The rate for service is $48.00/hour.  Sheriff's always attend traffic court and we will have to reimburse for that as well as part of the contract. Sheriff McLaughlin assures the Board that his officers are not "ticketrons" and that they use discretion when deciding whether to issue a ticket or a warning, and each stop is evaluated based on the individual facts. They will need certified copies of the traffic surveys to make sure that the speed ordinances are enforceable.  Chris and Sherri will look into this.  
· The Board reviews letters from Tom Morse and Luella Lamphere.
· Health Leader Program:  Steve W signs the letter of intent to participate in the VLCT health leader program this year.

· Town Service Officer:  Sue Kusserow is appointed Town Service Officer.

· Conservation Commission Request re: Green-Up Day:  The CC asks that there can be a drop-off place in Underhill Flats so that residents on that side of Town do not have to drive to the Town Shed to drop off their bags.  This would require either having a truck at the alternative drop-off site, or having the road crew pick up bags in the afternoon of Green-Up Day.  The Board grants the request, and once the CC has identified the drop-off place (probably somewhere near Park Street) the CC will let the Board know where the drop-off will be.  

· Update: Electronic Speed Sign Cost:  Rod checked out the cost of the stationary electronic sign as suggested by Don Porter and it is $5,000.00.

· Access Approval for 6 Roy Drive:  The Board reviews the access request of Jesslyn Dolan for his new driveway off Roy Drive, a private road.  The Board reviews the plan submitted by Brad Holden and the DRB approval of a variance for the driveway from the set-back and finding no issues with the new drive, approves the access.

· 27 Hidden View Access:  David Villeneuve had requested an appointment with the Board about the access onto his lot at 27 Hidden View.  David is not present for the meeting, he was given a 6:45 PM meeting time.  Kari reviews with the Board the extensive history of the development of Hidden View Drive.  Villeneuve is claiming that he does not need an access permit for the lot, as one was granted to him in the mid-1980's.  As best as can be determined, Villeneuve may have been granted access to the lot, but this is the first time a driveway design has been done for this lot.  David wants to sell the lot as a building lot, Kari has explained to him that with his wastewater permit in hand, the only remaining permit required is the access permit.  Town regulations require SB approval for driveways off of a public or private road.  After reviewing everything, the Board decides that since a permit has not been applied for, no access is granted.

· CCMPO Letter:  Dan asks Chris about the letter to the CCMPO requesting Jason Charest's assistance with the dynamic striping.  Chris will have the letter ready for the next meeting.

David states that he does not need to have a driveway approval from




the Board.  Chris shows him the road policy where SB approval is 



required for driveways on public or private roads; and shows him the 



6 Roy Drive approval granted earlier in the evening to show that he is 


not being differently treated.   David adamantly maintains that he 



does not need SB permission for the driveway onto HV027, and 



states that he wants an answer and depending on the Board's answer 



will depend on what he does next. The Board tells David they  will 



take it under consideration.
