4:00 PM:
Meeting Called to Order, 

· Dominic Cloud, VLCT Guest:  Upon a motion, the Board moves into executive session with employees and Dominic Cloud of VLCT to discuss the salary and staffing study.

6:20 PM: 
The Board moves out of Executive Session.  The Board directs Chris to advertise for a full-time Zoning Administrator.

· Pine Ridge Road, Stormwater Update:  Chris relates to Board that the culvert running under Irish Settlement Road and onto the Durgin property (IS026) that Mike Weisel identified in his report as in need of some erosion control work is out of the town right-of-way.  Chris has spoken with Mrs. Durgin and she feels that he culvert may have put so much water on their property that the property has been delineated as having a wetland on it.  They are not sure they will allow the work to be done on their property for the culvert.  Mrs. Durgin asked that Chris speak to her husband next week when he is available.  Chris will follow up with Mr. Durgin.

· McLaughlin -Wells Driveway Approval:  The Board reviews and approves the driveway design prepared by Nick Nowlan of McCain Consulting for the proposed 2-lot subdivision of VT493 subject to any conditions that the Development Review Board may recommend.
· PC Interviews:  The Selectboard will meet in joint session with the PC on 6/27/07 to interview candidates to the Planning Commission.

· Giese Subdivision:  The Board will meet with the DRB on 6/18/07 to review access to the new lots.

· Sherri Morin, Town Clerk:  The Board agrees to allow Sherri to roll 2 weeks of vacation she will not be able to take before her anniversary date of 7/1/07.

· Joan Lehouiller, Town Clerk:  The Board agrees to allow Joan to roll one week of vacation that she will not be able to take before her anniversary date of 7/1/07.

· Town Hall Repair Update:  Chris reviews the results of the inspection report from Bob Stone, Ass't State Fire Marshall.  The Town needs to install additional emergency lights in the Hall, change the doors in the back stairway to one-hour fire rated doors, replace hinge pins in all hallway doors so that they swing shut, replace broken bricks in the front step, and fix some holes in walls before the upstairs hall will be granted an assembly permit.  The Board approves these repairs.
· 7:00 PM:
Public Meeting with Representatives from the Ethan Allen Firing Range Underhill Central School:  The Board meets with the following representatives from the Range and about 60 community members:

Col. Zelko reviews future projects. This summer, a new firing range will open within ¼ mile of the Beartown/Range Road accesses.  The tank range will changed into a multi purpose machine gun area in 2009.  In addition to Guard and Army training (which represents approximately 90% of the personnel trained at the Range annually), the Range is also used to train local, state, and federal agents.  There is a local gun club for children, the civil air patrol uses the facilities, as does the boy scouts.  The Range also hosts a world-class biathlon course.  The Range has completed environmental impact studies for the new construction and for their activities.  These studies are available, the Town will be sent them electronically so that they can be put up on the Town website.  Bill Considine from General Dynamics stated that a second uranium cleanup was done around 2000-2001 and that the EPA has since cleared the General Dynamics site for unrestricted use, meaning that the best testing equipment to date  indicates that the site has been cleared of any depleted uranium.  Large caliber firing is restricted to 7:00 AM-7:30 PM.  Col. Zelko explained that soldiers need to be tested for night firing, but that those activities must cease by 10:30 PM.  Zelko stated that he will send electronic notices to the Town for artillery firing.  These will get posted on the town website. Neither the Army nor General Dynamics are using toxic or poisonous substances in firing or testing.  Zelko thought that a Town day could be arranged with interested community members going for a tour, he will be followed up on this suggestion.  In response to comments from the Board, Zelko stated that he would be happy to cultivate a better relationship with the Town in the form of semi-annual meetings and public forums.  Zelko emphasized that the Range personnel want to be seen as good neighbors.
