Members present: Trevor Squirrell, Barbara Green, Faith Ingulsrud.

1. Minutes of December 9 and January 11, 2009.  Because a majority of members was not present, no action was taken.
2. Updates on Fish Passage and Trees for Streams – Trevor said that he would be meeting with the Selectboard next week to discuss town support for both the Trees for Streams and Fish Passage Projects. The need for a landscaping plan for the tree planting at Moore Park and publicity for the project, as way to emphasize the importance of vegetative riparian buffers, was discussed. 
3. Habitat Block Regional Connectivity Project – Trevor reported that all three Underhill tracking teams have been out at least once but regular snowfall is making it difficult to schedule the tracking. The difficulties of walking safely along the designated stretches along Route 15 were also discussed.  
4. Browns River Middle School Collaboration – Barbara and Trevor reported on their meeting with 7th Grade teacher, Maria Germano.  UCC will be lining up three natural resources experts to talk with the students.  
5. UCC Members – The need to recruit additional conservation commission members was discussed.  All agreed that reducing the size of the commission from 9 members made sense.  Trevor suggested the idea of recruiting ex officio members who would serve as technical advisors.  They could avoid attending regular meetings but be available to help with specific tasks requiring their expertise. Barbara and Faith strongly supported the concept.  He will discuss further with the Selectboard.
6. Spring Events – Trevor reported that Barbara Yerrick has volunteered to manage Green Up Day for 2010.  Faith will contact her with information from last year.

Barbara Green confirmed that the date of the UCC Plant Sale, June 5, would not conflict with Jericho’s which will be in late May.  Barbara and Faith agreed to be in charge of the UCC Plant Sale.
