I. Welcome


a. Members in attendance: Tom Lee, Mark Hale, Bryan Bourgeois, Barbara Goss


    Beth Netelkos resigning


b. Guests: None

II. Old business


a. Little league letter about mowing: Tom sent a letter to inform little league about the rec


    committee not wanting to continue mowing. Little league should be able to pick up the cost


    in the future. School will also need to be involved in decision.


b. Fence update: Mark: started taking fence down. Posts are still frozen below three feet. Tape 


    is set up to indicate work being done. Mark hopes to have removal done by next week (May).


    Rod and town not receptive to setting up a time and day to dredge pond and pull the pipe. 


    Mark could not pull the pipes due to the depth of the pipe. Mark will coordinate with town


    about pumping and dredging. Questions about whether the pond can be emptied, or needs


    to be drained in order for the dredging to occur.


c. Tennis court repair: Tom has spoken with Susan McDevitt who works with Chittenden


    East Tennis Association. Do we repair court now (permanently) or do a short-term fix. If so,


    where does the money come from? Two bids were submitted (two years ago??) and were 


    around $9,000, with some guarantee as to the permanence. Matching grants and private


    funds? Town has money to match grant money that comes in. Can we still get matching funds


    if there is a private donation? The cost might go down to about $5,000 if we can secure the 


    other half. Can we fix it in a more permanent sense if we wait to raise more money? Could 


    cost as much as $60,000 to repair. Set up a fund for tennis court repair and carry money


    forward. How to raise necessary money? Tom will contact CETA again and Barbara will


    speak with Sue Vaughn. Can CETA spearhead fund raising? We may be able to do simple


    repair this year. 


d. Life guard versus pull box??: What direction does the Select Board want to go in? Tom has


    tried to get in touch with Steve Walkerman. No luck. Not sure about if there needs to be a 


    life guard at the pond? Cost of box between $8,000 to $6,000 to place the call box at the


    pond. No electric needed if there is no light on the call box. Just need for phone line, not a 


    power line. Line could be run to old school box. Various versions of phones that could be


    installed. Run between $200 and $700; real expense lays in trench for phone line. Verizon


    may have some rules and specifications about the installation of the phone line. Question 


    about liability and use of town's money. Committee's decision about life guard? 


e. 911 Call box: Vote taken and members decided that a phone/call box is a better option. Tom 


    will investigate on the possibility of installation and cost.


f. 2009 Winter Carnival update: The discussion centered around what events should be


   included, how to get local businesses/sponsors, and then how to promote the event. Mark is 

               going to look into radio spots and sponsors and Tom will email a list of potential events that


   people could participate in during the carnival. It was also discussed that local civic 


   organizations could be brought on board to help plan and run events.

III. New businesses


a. Green up day and pond beautification: As was discussed previously, work is still being done 


    on the fence and the pond still needs to be dredge. As a result, “dressing up” the pond cannot


    be done until the pond is dredged and work is completed on the fence. It was discussed that


    pond improvements be done later in the year. It was agreed that the picnic tables that are in 


    the worst shape be destroyed/dismantled after (or as) work is completed.


b. Other new business: None at this time according to members present.

IV. Conclusion/action plan


a. Tom stated he would contact the CETA again; ask the select board for a final decision about


    the life guard; seek bids on installation of phone at pond


    Barbara stated she would also contact the CETA, specifically Sue Vaughn


    Mark stated he would follow up with Rod about dredging; contact local radio and businesses


    about winter carnival


    Eric stated he would see if the local cub scout troop (Pack 620) might be interested in


    participating in the winter carnival
