· Traffic Committee:  Upon a motion and vote the Board establishes a Traffic Committee to study traffic issues in town.  The Committee will be comprised of 6 community members and Selector Dan Steinbauer.  The Committee is charged with creating a report that contains findings regarding Town traffic problems and recommendations as to how to solve those problems to the Selectboard and Planning Commission.  The Committee report will also be delivered to the public at the 2009 Town Meeting.  This committee shall be subject to the open meeting law requirements.  The first meeting will be scheduled for April 8, 2008 at 7:00 PM at the Town Hall.  Chris will contact the members of the community who expressed concern about the traffic problems and ask them if they are willing to serve on the Committee.
· Traffic Control: Chris reports that Jennifer Silpe, Town Constable is interested in being able to do traffic enforcement.  She would have to be sponsored and go to the State Police Academy.  Chris will look into what would be required to get these duties assigned to her, and the Board will meet with Jennifer in April to discuss this possibility further.   Chris will also contact the Chittenden County Sherriff's Department to find out the cost of their enforcement. 
·    Town Dump Testing, Kent Koptiuch:  Chris reports that Kent Koptiuch has taken another job but that he could still do our testing, he just might be a little off schedule.  The Board approves Kent continuing with the contract. 
· Green-Up Day: Chris reads an email from Andy Grab, Green-up Day Coordinator, seeking approval to have the public works department help with load and transporting Green Up Day waste.  The Board approves the request.   
· Recreation Committee/Ball Fields:  Dan Steinbauer suggests that the Rec. Committee may want to consider buying the Little League a mower with the $1,100.00 allocated from the floor at Town Meeting.  Chris will pass this suggestion on to the Rec. Committee.  
· Post Office:  Dan Steinbauer reiterates that the Post Office needs a complete professional paint job.  The Board agrees.   
· Schedule:  Chris will be out part of next week.  The Board moves their 3/20/08 meeting to 3/19/08 at 4:30 PM.
