 Meeting Called to Order

· Special Olympics Event, Sue Grab and Alex Grab, Guests:  Alex Grab meets with the Selectboard to discuss his plan to have a race for 5-6 graders to benefit Special Olympics on ________.  The event will start at the Underhill Center elementary school, go up Irish Settlement Road, turn onto Sand Hill Road, turn onto River Road and Pleasant Valley Road and go back to the school.  There will be adults at all the intersections supervising traffic, Special Olympics has insurances, there will be sweepers at the end to make sure the course is clear and Essex Rescue will be on site.  The Board approves this plan with the proviso that the Town receives a certificate from Special Olympics that lists the Town as an additional insured for this event.

· Site Visit: New Road, Vince Paradis, Esq., Guest: The Board conducts a site visit to the old landfill off New Road on the Shera property that was leased from the Shera's in the mid-1970s.  Betsy Beck, the landowner, has complained that there are tires and other refuse showing.

· CSWD Annual Report/Budget, Tom Moreau and Mike Weisel, Guests:  Tom discusses the budget and the annual CSWD report.  After discussion and on a motion, the Board unanimously approves the CSWD budget for FY2010.

· Workers Compensation Update:  Chris is meeting with VLCT representatives tomorrow to discuss our worker's compensation claims and program and to get some ideas on how to improve our accident rate.

· VLCT Property Valuation:  Chris reviews with the Board the new property valuations done by VLCT.  The total increase in estimated replacement value for all Town owned buildings is $1,027,598.  This will increase our annual Contribution an estimated $3,068 in the next coverage year.

· FY08-09 Budget Review:   Steve distributes a budget update he has put together based on YTD March 09.  Revenues are projected to be about $100,000 less than forecast.  General Fund and Highway Fund budgets are forecast to come in under budget, but with the revenue reduction, things will be tight.  Steve's message to all Town employees is that we need to keep an austerity mentality as we head to year-end.  

· ARRA Paving Grant:   This is a federal stimulus grant, but it is only for top 2 inches of overlay and not for reconstruction paving projects, so the Pleasant Valley Road project would not be available for this project.  Rod Fuller reviewed this project with Chris and he determined from the grant description that it is not applicable to any current projects.

· Climate Change Grant:  The Board reviews and signs the Climate Change Grant that is being applied for to defray the cost of doing the energy efficiency upgrades to the Town Hall.

· Fairpoint Update:  Chris emailed Regina Spillane about the Fairpoint high-speed internet installation plans for Underhill.  She replied that at this point "she wouldn't say that full coverage by summer 2009 is a negative."  Regina will get back to Chris with an update by the end of the first week of May.

· CCRPC EOP Meetings:  Chris informs the Board about the introductory EOP workshops.  

· Reimbursement for Trails Committee Expense:  Chris bought a book on trail construction/maintenance in wetlands as a resource for the Trails Committee.  The Selectboard approves reimbursement of the $29.50 to Chris.

· Mailbag:  The Board reviews a letter from UVM asking them to become members of the Victory Club without comment.
