Meeting Called to Order
· Orders Signed

· Minutes from 1/24/2008 are read and accepted as submitted.

· Steve Walkerman reviewed information about the proposed gravel pit

utilizing a memo provided by the Road Foreman.   A discussion ensued re a determination of the value of the proposed gravel pit off of the New Road. 

· Vermont Gas Systems:  Tim Vachereau and Brian Gray from Vermont Gas presented their proposal to install natural gas lines in the Underhill Flats area.  The Selectboard was joined by Planning Commissioners; Irene Linde, Richard Albertini Betty Moore, and Carolyn Gregson.  Brian spoke about how the company is committed to bringing natural gas to areas in Vermont as a less expensive method of energy than oil or electric.  They were interested in coming to the board before they would take their next step, which is to survey the neighborhoods to determine interest in the project.  They would then present a more detailed plan as to how installation would proceed.  After the presentation and discussion approval was given by consensus.  

· New Road Gravel Pit:  Carolyn Gregson and Dick and Barb Albertini discussed a new thought they had on how the Town of Underhill could gain access to the gravel on their land without the major outlay of funds through purchase.  They suggested a lease option of various lengths with a predetermined closing date.  They would then have the option of developing their properties.  Discussion followed with the promise to continue such discussion.   

· Joint Meeting with the Recreation Committee:  Tom Lee and Brian Bergeron joined the meeting to discuss various issues pertaining to the recreation committee.  

a. Discussion on the makeup of the new town Trails Committee ensued.  Brian stated that he would prefer increasing membership to 9 to increase participation.  Also, he stated that since it is difficult for current committee members to double as Trail Committee members there should be an increase in at-large members.  Dan Steinbauer reported that Ryan Oakes had recently volunteered to join the Trails Committee.  Brian relayed a request from the BRMBC to have another meeting with the Selectboard re the maintenance of town trails. 

b. The recent Recreation Committee Survey was presented.  There was high participation with many being supportive of Rec Committee initiatives.  There were others whose main concern was the raising of their taxes.

c. In the discussion of the inability to contact rescue from the Town Pond the value of a phone or 911 box was evaluated.  It was determined that a 911 call box is the better alternative.  They will look into the details of installation.

d. A request was made to remove the rock pile near the Town Pond in order to restore the basketball court.

e. In a discussion about to access funds before July in order to put up a new fence around the pond Steve W.said that he would seek Joan L.’s advice about ways to access funds.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:45 PM.
