8:00 AM:
 Meeting Called to Order

· Minutes from 3-19-09 Reviewed and accepted as written.

· Orders are signed.
· Summer Bike-A-Thon Request:  Dan reads a request from AJ Grab for permission to do a bike-a-thon fundraiser for Special Olympics. He is anticipating an 8-10 mile loop.  Dan will get back to Alec for more information as we need to know the date and the proposed location. 

· Energy Committee, Tom Moore and Bob Murphy, Guests:  Tom and Bob meet with the Board to discuss various questions and to present their Mission Statement.  Dan suggests that the statement be amended to include working with other groups like the Planning Commission and the Conservation Commission.  Tom and Bob ask that Chuck Weger of Evergreen Lane be appointed to the Committee.  The Board appoints Chuck to Shelley Jurkiewicz's term, expiring in 2011.  The Committee will do the legwork on finding out about federal energy efficiency stimulus money for Town Hall improvements.  They will also present a list of simple fixes for the garage that will improve energy efficiency but not interfere with the Town's pursuit of roof repairs.  They will also prepare a list of repairs that volunteers may do from the Town Hall energy audit and leave the big projects to John Ashton.  They will take another look at the Energy section of the Town Plan.

· SB Rules of Procedure:  Dan raises a concern about § C (5) on the Selectboard Rules of Procedure.  Under a prior Chair, the clipboard that used to be downstairs for Selectboard meeting sign-up was removed.  Chris will put the clipboard back downstairs.  § C (5) does not need to be amended.

· Town Service Officer:  The Selectboard signs off on the form to appoint Sue Kusserow as Town Service Officer.

· Chamberlin Land Contract, Pam Shover Lister Guest:  Pam brings the Chamberlin land contract to the Board for signing.  The contract that takes effect on July 1 will exclude the 5.03 parcel of land ("the Pollard farmhouse parcel") that the Chamberlin's are going to convey. 

· HV027 Access:  The Board discusses David Villeneuve's access to his lot HV027.  They decide to request that David provide a record of his purported access onto his lot.  Chris will draft a letter.

·  Projects list:  Chris distributes a project list for the upcoming 14 months.  Projects to be completed within this time frame are:  Ancient Roads:  hearings: September 2009, project completion December 2009; Capital Plan/Budget/Inventory: Completion date: October 1 2009; Town Plan:  hearings: summer, 2009, adoption fall 2009; Unified Bylaws: project completion: June 2010; Village Center Planning: Project start: Summer, 2010; Town Land Contracts: Project completion: May 2009.
· MD049 Bernasconi Zoning Appeal Update:  Chris shows the Board the Notice of Appeal that Albert Bernasconi has filed.  Bernasconi applied for a building permit to erect a barn on his property at 29 Meadow Lane.  Gravel extraction is not allowed in this district unless it is for the purpose of site preparation.  Bernasconi took lots of gravel off the property, and never build the barn.  A notice of violation fro an illegal gravel extraction was sent to him.  The DRB hearing will be on May 4, 2009.

· VLCT Medicare Insurance Question:  VLCT has stated that Joan Lehouiller must be put on the Town's insurance on 4/1/09 as Medicare has advised that she needs a special waiver in order to have Medicare as her primary insurer.  Joan did waiver paperwork last year; there is a question as to whether Medicare issued the waiver.  VLCT is following up on this, but for now Joan will be moved to the Town's insurance.

· Special Town Meeting Tune-Up:  Chris has talked to Bill Wilson and Bill Frank and they are all set for the April 4 meeting.  The Board will discuss the proposed gravel pit at the meeting under "Other Business".  
· Structure Grant/Pleasant Valley Road Update:  The structure grant applications were due March 24.  However, we still have not received final plans.  Rod met with Trudell and the plans will be ready this week.  Once we have the plans, Chris will forward a copy to Vince so that he can execute a construction easement.

· Chris requests that 4.75 hours of her vacation be rolled forward.  The Board approves.

· Workers Compensation Question:  Chris asks about how we should handle Worker's Comp claims.  The Board agrees that she should contact the Cambridge Clinic to see if they will handle our injury review.

· CCMPO Letter: The Board signs a letter to the CCMPO requesting continued staff help on the dynamic striping project for River Road and PVR.

· Schedule:  The Board will meet jointly with the Planning Commission on Wednesday, April 15th at 6:60 PM to review the Town Land Contracts.  Next SB meeting: 4/16.  The Board will meet with CSWD on 4/30.
