August 18, 2010, 6:30 pm

I.  July 21 Minutes were accepted as amended.  There are no minutes from the August 4 meeting as there was not a quorum present.  Section 4.10 (Extraction) was discussed.

II.  It was determined that in order for the revised Bylaw to be submitted to voters at Town Meeting in March 2011 the following schedule be adopted and adhered to:

PC meetings:  September 1 and 15, with possible additional meetings September 22, September 29, and October 6.  Commission members are asked to make every effort to be present at all of these meetings.  Agenda will be to review Article XI (Definitions), to make final revisions and corrections to the entire document so that it clearly expresses the intent of the PC, and to ensure that it is as clear and concise as possible.

Kari will ask the DRB  to provide its final comments for our meeting on September 15.

Public hearings on the proposed revised regs will be held on October 20 and 27.  The hearings will be warned in the Mountain Gazette on September 30 (warning to be sent in by Kari no later than September 23).  No changes will be made to the proposed regs between September 30 and October 20, allowing the public more than the required 2-week period to examine the draft, which will be available on line and at the Town Hall.

III.  It was agreed not to include the proposed Section 4.4 (Affordable Housing) in the revised regs. 

IV.  Review of Section 4.10 (Extraction), with minor changes made for clarification.

V.  Review of Section 3.18 (Surface Waters & Wetlands), which was revised by Kari.  It was agreed:  to delete the first sentence of (C); to ask the Conservation Commission for its recommendation regarding setback distances in (D); to delete “permits” and use “certificates” in (E.2.f).

VI.  Overview of Article XI presented by Sharon, who requested that PC members review these definitions carefully for the next meeting, with special attention to entries subject to interpretation or controversy:   Historic resource, Scenic resource, Undue adverse effect, etc.
