Cloverdale Culvert – Rod Fuller, Highway Foreman:  Rod reviews the issues related to the possibility that the town of Underhill will accept the grant for the replacement of the culvert on Cloverdale Road, a private road.  The town is considering this possibility because FEMA has award money for the Cloverdale Culvert but they cannot grant to the private Cloverdale Association who wrote the grant.  After a discussion, several follow up items are identified:
· Kari Papelbon will talk with the state about permitting for a temporary road while culvert construction is going on.

· Faith Brown will talk with FEMA and VEM about the need for maintenance of the guard rails and whether or not the town of Underhill can contract with itself to replace the culvert.
· Rod Fuller will develop an estimate for what it would cost the town to replace the culvert rather the subcontract the work out.
This issue will be discussed again at the February 18, 2010 Selectboard meeting.

The board moves out of Executive Session:
· The Selectboard approves the following retirement package for Joan Lehouiller, Town Treasurer:

· Joan works fulltime until town meeting

· After town meeting Joan works 24-30 hours per week at $25.00/hour and with full benefits.

· Starting June 1, 2010 Joan will be available up to 24 hours per week for training new finance person and receives full benefits.

· July 1, 2010 Joan retires and begins to collect pension

· Starting July 1, 2010 until July 1, 2013, the town agrees to pay benefits costs for Joan and her spouse at 100% including Medicare premium and Medicare supplemental plan, dental and vision.

· July 1, 2013 through end of life, town pays 25% of health insurance premium, Joan pays 75%.  Joan may continue other benefits but will reimburse the town at 100% of cost.  Spouse will purchase health, vision and dental and will pay the town 100% of cost.

· In the event of the Joan's death, her spouse may continue his benefits at 100% premium payback to the town. 

· Dan Steinbauer to interview Kari Papelbon for Planning Administrator position which would be added to her zoning responsibilities.

· New Road Dumpster:  Faith explains that she followed up with Tim Macke about the New Road Metal Dumpster.  He now says the All Metal Recycling owns the dumpster.  Faith to follow up with All Metal Recycling about dumping of hazardous wastes.  If All Metal Recycling has no concern, the Selectboard agrees to keep the dumpster where it is currently located on New Road.  Faith will write a follow up letter to Seth Friedman.
· Flood Plain Manager re-certification – Kari Papelbon, Zoning Administrator:  Kari review the memo to the Selectboard regarding the cost and process of maintaining her certification as a Certified Flood Plain Manager.  The board agrees to send her to a conference every other year and get the balance of needed through on line courses.
