Item 1:  Secretary’s Report
The Minutes from September 11, 2008 were approved by members, 7 – 0.

Item 2.  Trevor Squirrell reported that Chris Murphy would like someone from our group to be responsible for putting the UCC Minutes and other reports on the Town web.  Faith Ingulsrud has offered to do this. 

Item 3.  Crane Brook Trail

Discussion about Trail and whether heavy vehicular traffic from area of Highway Department on New Rd. toward Irish Settlement Rd. should be allowed without or with permits.  These permits allow a resident one year’s use of road, and must be acquired from the Town Clerk.  The members believe that heavy vehicles should not be allowed on the  part of the Trail where Crane Brook flows across it toward beaver ponds.  They also feel the original permit for Crane Brook Trail should be revised, or else rename the road for its use.  More discussion from commissioners thought that the Trail Committee should be asked for their opinion about how the Conservation Area should be handled;  should Trail be along all of New Road, or from the Highway Dept. to where Crane Brook crosses the Trail?
Item 4.  Outreach to Town Residents.

The commissioners have decided on dividing up several courses of action to have the public informed on them and to ask their opinions, too.  Tom Kichura has the Crane Brook follow up; Faith Ingulsrud and Barbara Greene would be heading Outreach which includes a  Resident Survey, the Plant Sale, and Town Meeting Day, etc.;  Bernie Pientka has Brown’s River Management.
