Meeting Called to Order

Vermont Sustainable Heating Initiative: Members from the Vermont Sustainable Initiative join the meeting to ask the Selectboard for $1000 toward a match for a grant to conduct a feasibility study on establishing a bio-mass co-op in Chittenden County.  All Chittenden County towns are being asked to contribute.  A memo about the study and a resolution of support is reviewed.  Questions are answered and the board states that it will consider the request in its budget preparations.

Meeting Continues:

· Fairpoint Communications:  Based on a request from community members, the board agrees to contact Fairpoint Communications for an update on their services to the town in February, 2010.
· Tatro Subdivision: The Select Board discusses the DRB's recommendations on the Tatro subdivision as outlined in Kari Papelbon, Zoning Administrators 'memo dated 11/19/2009 and a safety concern lodged by a neighbor.  The Select Board approves #1, #3 and #4 of the Development Review Board’s (DRB) recommendations.  They approve #2 subject to the following bridge upgrade: based on the Underhill Jericho Fire District recommendations and Select Board's on site review, the Select Board has determined that the bridge is not safe for increased traffic.  The Select Board requests that the bridge be widen along with the other upgrades the DRB requires.
· Adoption of Flood Plain Regulations:  Faith reviews with the board the process to adopt the proposed Planning Commission's Flood Hazard Area Regulations.  These regulations are intended to update and replace the existing Town of Underhill Flood Hazard Zoning Bylaw as adopted in 1988 and amended through March 1994.  The primary intent of the proposed regulations is to update the town's existing flood hazard area bylaw to conform to current minimum federal requirements for continued community participations in the National Flood Insurance Program.  The Planning Commission Hearing will be January 11, 2010, the Select Board Hearing will be January 28, 2010, the informational meetings will be February 19th and March 1st and the regulations will go to vote on Town Meeting March 2, 2010.

· Well Sampling:  Faith reviews with the board the reports from Ross Environmental Associates (REA) on the November 2009 monitoring of the wells at the town garage and old town landfill.  There are four samples collected November 10, 2009 that require notification of Vermont Department of Environment Conservation. The UH6 sample requires notification of the exceedance of the Primary Groundwater Enforcement Standards (PGESs) for arsenic and vinyl chloride and the exceedance of the Secondary Ground Water Enforcement Standards (SGESs) for iron and manganese.  The UH10s sample requires notification of the exceedance of PGESs for arsenic and the exceedance of the SGESs for iron and manganese.  The UH-10d and UH-9 samples require notification of exceedance for SGESs for manganese.  The board instructs Faith to contact REA and request that these notifications be made.
· Ice Skating Rink:  The Select Board approves the Recreation Committee's request to put up a temporary ice skating rink in Moore Park. The Board approves this rink if it operates according to the recommendations given by Vermont League of Cities and Towns as outlined in an email from Faith.

· Underhill Town Plan -Formal Review from Chittenden County Regional Planning Commission (CCRPC):  Faith reviews the notes from Samantha Tilton, Senior Planner at CCRPC regarding Underhill's Town Plan.  The Plan is deficient in covering the areas of education and child care and must be revised before the formal review can continue.  Faith reviews the plans to make changes and suggests that the public hearing necessary for the amendment be linked to the Select Boards Hearing January 28 on the Flood Plain regulations.  The Select Board agrees.

· New Road Dumpster: Faith shares Seth Friedman's most recent letter about the metal dumpster and the pictures he took at the dumpster.  Steve Walkerman will look into having a sign made about appropriate dumping at the dumpster.  Faith will follow up with Tim Mack of Clean Green.  The board will consider whether or not to move the dumpster at the next Select Board meeting January 7, 2010. 

· Hiring:  Road Foreman resumes are shared with the Select Board.  The Select Board agrees to advertise for a full time administrator/planner and consider other options during the interview process.

· Budget:  Steve Walkerman reports that he has been working on the budget and hopes to have a recommendation to other Select Board members before the January 7, 2010 meeting.
