6:00 PM:
 Meeting Called to Order
· Tennis Court Equipment Proposal: Eleni Dragon, Gabby Boyson, and Laura Mackenzie, Guests:  Eleni, Gabby, and Laura (all age 10) present a proposal to the Board wherein they will run a campaign to get tennis rackets and tennis balls donated to the Town for the tennis courts.  The girls feel that this will make for a more enjoyable experience for everyone in Town if tennis equipment is available.  They have already a created a flyer that they will post around Town and they are willing to run the entire campaign themselves.  The Board gives whole-hearted and enthusiastic approval to the proposal and congratulates the girls for their very clear and concise presentation.  The equipment will be stored in the changing room at the Town Pond. 
· Minutes from 6-25-09 and 6-30-09: reviewed and accepted as amended.
·  Tax rate information from the state is reviewed.

· Clark's Truck Proposal: The Board reviews a proposal form Clark's Truck Center for a new truck.  We had not budgeted for a new truck this year and the truck that will be replaced next year is still working, so there is no emergency need to purchase an unbudgeted truck.  Clark's thought that we could save some money if we bought the truck this year because next year there would be extra pollution controls that will add roughly $9,000 expense to the cost of a truck next year.  The proposed interest rate was 5.29% which seemed high and would generate an annual interest cost $8456.81. The Board was not convinced that the savings was enough reason to purchase a truck this year.  The Board also expressed a concern about the environment and that perhaps the pollution controls were not a bad thing.

· Forest Legacy Program:  The Board reviews information about the Forest Legacy Program and the option to have the Town opt out of the program.  The Program funds up to 75% of the cost of conservation easements for qualifying land with federal funds.  The Board could see no reason to have the Town opt out and deprive private landowners from this funding if they chose to enter the program.

· 2010 Enhancement Program:  The Board reviews the Enhancement Grant program, and decides against applying for any funds this year as we have just begun the capital planning process.  In future years as capital projects are put on the list and this grant is appropriate as a funding source we will pursue a grant. 
· VLCT Golf Date:  Chris gives Dan the information about the VLCT annual golf match.
