 Meeting Called to Order

· Organizational Meeting:  The Board nominates and elects Steve Walkerman as Chair and Dan Steinbauer as Vice-Chair.

· Minutes from 2-19-09 Reviewed and accepted as written.

·  Rules of Procedure:  The Board reviews Rules of Procedure and makes amendments to the model.  Chris will make the edits and the Board will adopt at their next meeting.
· Appointments: The following appointments are made:

· Traffic Sign:  Don Porter asks that the SB look into purchasing a permanent electronic sign.  Chris will ask Rod to find out the cost.

· State Bridge Report:  The Board signs the state bridge report.

· Patrick Lamphere Request:  Patrick has asked the Board if they are interested in looking at gravel on his land.

· Fairpoint Requests:  The Board sings R-O-W requests for pole work on Sand Hill Road and Cilley Hill Road.  Steve W asks Chris to follow-up with Fairpoint about projected high-speed internet connections for the Town, projected last fall to be complete this summer.
· Toes Conference:  Chris passes out the TOES Conference information.

· Stimulus Money Workshop:  Chris will attend the federal stimulus money workshop tomorrow.

· Energy Audit:  Chris distributes the energy audit information from John Ashton, who audited the Town Hall and took a look at the problems at the Town garage.

· Town Meeting Sign-up Sheets:  Chris reports that there was good response to the sign-up sheets for town information.  She will send out CDs with the information on it.

· Beartown Road Signs:  Chris discusses Karen McKnight's request for "slow, children at play" signs for Beartown Road, as there is a lot of speeding going on and a lot of little kids playing outdoors now.  The Board agrees after discussion that if neighbors want to raise money to purchase the signs, the town will donate the pole and have the highway department install them.  The Board discusses whether signs will actually slow anyone down; their feeling is that enforcement is the only things that will slow folks down.  To that end, they ask Chris to set up an appointment with the Chittenden County Sherriff's Department to discuss traffic enforcement.

· Casey's Hill Sign: Carolyn Gregson has complained that there are snowmobilers up on Casey's Hill contrary to the Land Trust Agreement.  The sign that used to be up there stating hours and what was not allowed on the property is no longer there.  Chris will check with Rod to see if they have the sign.  Otherwise, we will have a new one made.

· Schoolhouse Permit Update:  The Town has been pursuing a 50-person public use permit for the Schoolhouse.  Without one, there can be no use as it is a public building.  We need a fire extinguisher and a handicap parking sign to get a permit from the fire marshal.  However, we must also make sure that the building is ADA accessible, which means we will have to add a ramp, and probably remove the self-composting toilet that is currently in there.  The toilet has a permit from the wastewater division; however, it is only for use by 8 people.  When asked about the permitting of the toilet, the state ADA permitting official said it should not have been put in without being compliant with ADA requirements. To make it compliant, we would have to enlarge the bathroom to such an extent it would take up a good portion of the front of the building.  Even if we made the bathroom ADA compliant, we could only have that room available if 8 or less people rented the building or we would be in violation of the wastewater permit.
