SELCTBOARD MEETING MINUTES

6:00 PM                Meeting opens:

· 2010/2011 Tax Rate – Update:  Faith reviews Pam Shover – Chief Lister’s note about the change in the local agreement rate. Confirmed that the municipal rate will stay the same.

· Pleasant Valley Road Construction Utility Poles:  Faith shares with the board that Rod has a meeting tomorrow, July 9, 2010 with both Fairpoint and CVPS to sort out how to relocate the utility poles along the Pleasant Valley Road.  Much concern has been raised about the possibility of the poles going to the East side of the road and thereby interrupting the view of Mt Mansfield near Casey’s Hill.

· Pleasant Valley Road Construction – Casey’s Hill Parking Lot:  Rod Fuller wants to use extra fill from the construction to add to the Casey’s Hill parking lot.  The board agrees.

· Poker Hill Junk Cars:  Faith shares pictures from Poker Hill that Kari has taken.  The pictures appear to show some progress to date on cleaning up and moving the cars.  The board agrees to give one more week to clean up the cars before they take action.

· Cipri Delinquent Hearing Fees: The board agrees to file a claim in small claims court.

· Well Monitoring:  Faith shares with the board the reports from Ross Environmental on the well monitoring.  The well for the town garage continues to be clean.  The dump continues to show exceedances on a variety of compounds consistent with the past.  Ross Environmental has reported these to the state of Vermont.

· Conservation Commission Member Appointment:  Faith shares with the board the Conservations Commission request to appoint Elizabeth Winterbauer to the commission.  The board reviews the request and her resume and appoints her to the commission.  The board requests that Faith confirm that State Statutes allow a non resident to serve on the commission.

· July 22, 2010 Selectboard meeting:  Faith reports that she cannot attend the July 22 meeting.  She asks the board if they would like to change the date or have Sherri attend the meeting and record the minutes.  The board agrees to keep the July 22 date and ask Sherri to attend.

· Sign Warrants and Orders:  The board reviews and signs warrants and orders.

· Sign Minutes from June 24 and July 1, 2010:  The board reviews and signs the minutes.

· Paper Shredding:  Dan asks if the town has a shredder.  He has papers from Selectboard meetings that he needs shredded.  Faith offers to bring the shredding to North Country Federal Credit Union that offers free shredding.

· New Road Metal Dumpster:  Dan reports that the metal dumpster on New Road has been replaced with an empty one but that tires and appliances are in the woods behind the dumpster.  He also reports that the sign explaining what can be dumped is not on the dumpster.  Faith will follow up with Tim Mack of Clean Green Sanitation.
