7:08 PM: Sharon Murray stated that it might be more prudent to open the forum up to questions.  Brief introductions of those present ensued.  Penny Miller provided written comments (attached).

A discussion of the following Sections in the proposed regulations ensued:

Art. I
1.3: Clarify (C) and (D).

Art. III
3.2 – Access:  Frontage question for pre-existing end lot.  Creating new end lot (See Subdivision)


3.5, L.9:  Finished grade of highway = 12%.  Applies at any point (not “average”).  The maximum


would be 12%.  Should be defined.

3.8 and 3.9:  3.11, L.17 – Lot coverage


LL 38-41:  3 years. Questioned:  can they be waived?  Selectboard’s decision.

L.44:  “remove all materials …soil erosion.  Suggest:  “restored to pre-construction grade.”


Under Roads and driveways:  Waive frontage.  Share driveway


3.7:  Height:  Want visuals?


3.15 (B)(1) Ponds – include all wells and leachfield setbacks
Art. IV 
P. 12, L.26:  Commercial logging.  “Maintain residential appearance.”  Who defines?


L.14 – Contractor’s yard:  Maintenance.  What about oils, etc. in surface water?


Does DRB have authority to change dimensions (50 for 2; 25 for 3)?

Art. V
Section 5.5:  Dimensions – Should specify setbacks, etc.  Make this Section consistent with Sections 3.7 and 3.8.
Art. VIII
Waivers (new lots):  Page 13 (Subdivision)
