Minutes of July 15, 2008

     The Committee met with the Selectboard on July 9 to introduce themselves and outline  

     hopes, plans and possible budgets for the future.
     Ted Tedford has been contacted for a possible article in the Mountain  Gazette to inform 

     the Underhill community about the Committee. The article should include plans for an

     Energy Fair tentatively planned for Saturday, September 13, at the Town Hall.  Shelley
     will write a draft flyer of newsletter and is willing to organize the meeting.   We will
     do posters, talk with Ted Tedford again and the Free Press.  Flyers will be sent to 
     Representatives Frank and Symington.

     We will need to request a donation from the Selectboard for the cost of refreshments

      for the Fair.  There is a suggestion to have a survey sheet (~150 copies) to get a feel

      of what energy concerns the public has.  These can be printed in the Town Hall.
     Bob will speak with possible speakers on the following:  Efficiency Vermont,  Solar
     rebates, Energy Audits (T.J.Holloway?)   Gerry will contact the Spafford Company and

     Bugbee Insulation;  Tom, Solar Electric and Hot Water,   Shelley suggested  Barry King 

     for Wind energy.  Randy Clark for the Fire Department.
 Gerry spoke of a waste oil system at the garage.  He will contact Rod to discuss whether

 or not this would be feasible. The garage and community members could contribute.

We will find out  what the condition of the garage heating  is and research hot roofing.
The school’s insulation condition should also be checked.  Bob had noted a ventilation

Problem when he visited a while ago.  For energy savings this should be checked again.

The school  board will be contacted for an update.
Tom asked Irene to get in touch with the Hinesburg Planning Commission and Deb 
Sachs to set up a meeting date.

Energy surveys should be done for all Town buildings:  the Post Office, Fire department

and Pump Station .  (The last two are actually not Town buildings, although the Fire

Dept. does receive funding from the Town.)

Shelley feels it is important that the Committee focus on planning for the future, as well 

as the present.   On that subject Tom suggested  solar power would be one such long-term 

application.  Peter Duval  was designated as the “Futures” man .
