Thursday, July 1, 2010

Present:  Steve Walkerman – Chair, Dan Steinbauer – Vice Chair, Steve Owen – Selectboard, Sherri Morin – Town Clerk/Treasurer.


6:00 PM          The Selectboard opens the meeting.

· Update Memo from Kari Papelbon, Zoning and Planning Administrator:
Board reviews a Certificate of Approval for Location of a Junkyard, for Clark’s Truck Center, which must be renewed every 5 years. The location of said junkyard is behind the Underhill-Jericho Fire Department on Route 15. Board approves Certificate.

Kari notes that the Kendall property at 362 Poker Hill Rd has showed signs of improvement, with regard to the junk vehicle situation. Kari will conduct informal site visit to ensure continued compliance.

CCRPC had approved the Town Plan and planning progress. This allows the Town to apply for Municipal Education Grants and Village Center Designation and a host of other opportunities.

DRB Alternate Will Towle has agreed to fill the vacancy of Stan Hamlet, due to his recent passing. The term will run through March 2011. The Board appoints Will Towle to fill said vacancy.

· Town Pond: Sherri discusses with the Board the closing of the town pond and surrounding area while mowing. Steve Griffith of All Phase came in to discuss with Sherri an incident that happened prior to the closing of the area for mowing. Steve explained, to a community member, that injuries could occur and that he was protecting himself as well as others from injuries and liability. Sherri explains that a sign was made a short time ago closing the pond area while mowing for that purpose. The pond is closed around 8a.m. on Monday’s for about an hour or so while mowing is in progress. Should it rain the mowing will happen the next day. The Board agrees that closing the pond and surrounding area while mowing is reasonable and approves the closing.

· Minutes from 07.08.10: Minutes were reviewed and deferred approval until the next meeting. They were questions on allowing a non-residence to fill vacancies on the Conservation Commission.

· Warrants and Orders: Reviewed and signed by the Board.

· Chris and Penny Miller: Board reviews an Application for a Certificate of Public Good for Interconnected New Metered Power Systems. No discussion as the State has jurisdiction.

· PACE (Property Assessed Clean Energy): Sherri distributes information on the PACE program, which promotes local clean energy projects. 

· New Business: Board agrees to allow Sherri to roll 3 weeks of vacation.
