UNDERHILL SELECTBOARD MINUTES

Tuesday, March 31, 2009 at 8:00 AM

Present:  Steve Walkerman, Chair; Dan Steinbauer Vice-Chair; Steve Owen, Selectboard; Chris Murphy, Town Administrator.  

6:00 PM:
 Meeting Called to Order

· Site Visits:  The Board, Road Foreman and Town Administrator conduct the first site visit to the Beartown Road gravel pit.  There they meet with Patrick Lamphere.  They discuss reclaiming the old pit.  Patrick suggests to the Board that since the Town owns Beartown Road, when the Town reclaims the pit they move Beartown Road back into the pit and extract the gravel that is currently under the road.  Once that gravel extraction is complete, Patrick proposes that the Town purchase gravel from him from property that his family owns across the road from the old gravel pit.  
 The second site visit is to Casey's Hill where the Board,             Foreman, and Administrator meet with Dick and Barb Albertini to review the plans and effected land of the proposed Pleasant Valley Road reconstruction project that will take place between PV099 and PV144.  The plan is to push back the bank and install drainage, rebuild the road bed and pave.  This project will require a construction easement from Carolyn Gregson and the Albertini's.  
· Minutes from 3-31-09 Reviewed and accepted as amended.

· Orders are signed.
· Appointment to Jericho-Underhill Park District Board:  Livy Strong and Katie Borque, guests: The Board meets and discusses with Katie her reasons for wanting to join the Park District Board.  Katie is applying as there is a vacancy on the Board due to Mike Morin's resignation.  After a discussion, a motion is made to appoint Katie Borque to the vacant position for a term expiring in March, 2010.  The motion is passed unanimously.  Livy Strong tells the Board about upcoming Park activities including: a wildflower walk May 16; bird walk May 17th; Green Up Day  on May 2; 7 concerts in June; and a birthday party in August for the Park's 10th birthday. 

· HV027 Access Permit:  After a brief discussion David Villeneuve applies for and is granted an access permit for his driveway onto lot HV027.  If David wants to move the driveway from the location on the current 1-9-09 Trudell plan, he will bring the new plan to the Board and, if necessary, to the Zoning Administrator for approval of the amended plan.   
· Bill Russell:  Bill Russell attends the meeting and asks why the building permit fees have gone up.  It is explained to him that the fees had not been increased since the mid-eighties; that our fees are commensurate with other Town's fees when you take into account what other Town's charge as other fees that we do not charge, and that the building permit fees are user fees that assist with revenue.  His misapprehension that the fees were increased this April was corrected; the fees were raised in June 2008.  Russell complains that the high fees will drive him out of town.

· Easement Agreement: A draft of the easement agreement drawn by Vince Paradis, Town Attorney for the construction easement for the Pleasant Valley Road project is reviewed and approved pending some additional deed language for affected parcels.  
· Mailbag:  The CSWD budget and annual report are distributed to the Board for the next meeting when Tom Moreau comes to meet with the Board.  The VLCT highway funding letter is distributed and read.  The legislature is talking about reducing town highway money and the AOT grant programs for paving and reconstruction projects.  Chris has emailed Bill Frank and George Till registering the Town's concern about these reductions. 
· Land Contracts are signed.
· Model Identity Theft Prevention Policy, "Red Flag Rules":  The FTC has put out a requirement that if you are a financial institution or a creditor who has covered accounts you must have an identity theft prevention policy.  After reviewing the FTC definitions and the VLCT guidance on this issue, the Board determines that the Town is not a financial institution or a creditor, so this requirement does not apply to the Town of Underhill.  This will be reviewed annually.  

· Town Pond Update:  Steve O updates the Board on his management of the Town Pond improvements.  He and Nate Sullivan have volunteered their time to cut trees and remove structures.  Steve will be contacting Mark Hale to get him to finish the work on the fence replacement.
