We discussed the Trails Handbook.  Nancy will proof read it, order another hundred booklets, and request billing before the booklets are printed.

Natalie has started an article on the benefits of signage, as indicated at the end of the last article.  We discussed what she has already written; she will finish.  The next article will be about bridges; Karen copied the pertinent information from the regulations and will forward it to all.

Crane Brook Trail- There may be nesting grouse near the trail, so signs should request that dogs be leashed and explain why.  The committee agreed to build the new section parallel to Irish Settlement Road .

We discussed signage for the vernal pond area.  A pair of kiosks could be used for maps and to give information on seasonal areas.  Parking on the New Road should be encouraged after consultation with the town road crew.  Pat will talk to the road commissioner.  Trail segments to be closed were marked on the map.

Natalie will call a contact to see how much it will cost to laser engrave the town seal onto the signs.  

After some discussion, it was agreed that Natalie, John and Pat will submit a bill for materials and labor for the bridges, signs, and kiosks.  Nancy will determine how much money is left after the purchase of handbooks.
