SELECTBOARD MEETING MINUTES

Present:  Steve Walkerman – Chair, Dan Steinbauer – Vice Chair, Steve Owen – Selectboard, Faith Brown, Interim Administrator

Jill Muhr – VLCT – 2011 Health Insurance & MediGap Insurance Options:  Jill joins the meeting to discuss health insurance options for the town.  The current plan’s premium will go up 18.64% starting January 1, 2010.  If the town would like to keep the health care expenses close to last year’s cost, Jill recommends considering a high deductible health plan.  The town can chose from several variables:  a) different level of deductibles, b) funding the deductible by the employee or the town, c) the cost of services after meeting the deductible can be structured to be paid at 100% or the town can ask employees to pay 20% of costs after the deductible is met.  Most if not all plans cover preventive visits and preventive prescriptions at 100%.  The town can choose to play with the variables to get the coverage and cost they desire.  The town can also allow employees to set up flexible spending accounts to cover health related expenses not covered by health insurance.  Jill promises to send the town a spreadsheet that allows them to change the variables.  Jill also explains that the MediGap plan the town has been purchasing for a retiree has been eliminated.  VLCT is offering another similar plan but it is much more expensive.

Kari Papelbon, Planning and Zoning Administrator

· Reappointment of Zoning Administrator: The Selectboard enthusiastically reappoints Kari Papelbon as the Zoning Administrator for another three years.
· New Zoning Fee Recommendation: Kari reviews her proposed changes in the zoning fees.  The changes are discussed and adopted as presented.  

· Market Study for Riverside/Underhill Flats: The board discusses with Kari the costs and benefits of the proposed market study for the Riverside/Underhill Flats area.  The board requests further information on the study from Kari and agrees to make a decision on additional funding at its next meeting.
· Planning Commissions proposed Land Use and Development Regulations: Kari passes out copies of the planning commission’s report along with a table that helps clarify the changes in the regulations.  The planning commission finished it’s hearing this week and will meet next week to make some changes in the regulations before they pass them on to Selectboard.

· The board requests that Faith do some research on overtime pay for other town and state road crews.

Joint meeting with Jericho Selectboard and Chittenden County Sheriff’s Office: Catherine McMains - Chair of the Jericho Selectboard, Kevin McLaughlin - Chittenden County Sheriff and Deputy Brian Welch join the meeting.  Sheriff McLaughlin reviews informational handouts about the services, responsibilities and funding of the Sheriff’s office.  Discussion occurs about serving both Jericho and Underhill together for a reduced rate of $40/hour.  The Selectboards agree to talk about working together for FY 11/12 and will get back to each other and the Sheriff’s office as budgets are put together.

· Sheriff’s Contract: The Selectboard agrees to extend its current contract with the Sheriff’s office.  Faith to follow up with the Sheriff about a written contract.
· Budget Planning: The Selectboard requests that RaMona Sheppard, Finance Officer, put together a preliminary budget for FY 11/12 by December 1.  The board is available November 22 to talk with RaMona about any questions she has in preparing the budget.  The board would like to meet with RaMona December 9 to review the preliminary budget.  The board asks Faith to set up meetings with organizations the town funds.

· Gravel Pit Ballot Item: The board discusses next steps related to the town vote to continue to hold the option to develop a gravel pit on Pleasant Valley Road.  They agree to plan a discussion for Town Meeting 2011.  The board requests that Faith set up a meeting with the Albertini’s about the land at one if its next meetings.
· Johnson State College Request: The board reads the request for funds from an Underhill and respectfully declines.
· Minutes from 10-28-10: Minutes are reviewed and signed.
· Warrants and Orders: Warrants and orders are reviewed and signed.
· New Business: Faith reports that the town has received a request from the Chittenden County Humane Society regarding a contract for Intake Fees.  Based on the recommendation of the town’s animal control officer, the Selectboard declines to sign the contract.
