6:00 PM:
 Meeting Called to Order
· Site Visit:  RV063 Steve and Wendy Guay Curb Cut:  The Board reviews the curb cut for sight lines.

6:15 PM:
The Board returns to the Office

· Guay Curb Cut:  The Board finds that the proposed curb cut off River Road had adequate sight distances, and that the curb cut off the Water District access road was fine.
· Guay Subdivision Application Waivers:  The Board reviews a memo from Kari Papelbon re: the Development Review Board's recommendations of waivers from the regulations and approves waivers as written in the memo.

· Minutes from 8-6-09 are reviewed, no corrections.

· Orders are signed.

· Schedule: Chris reviews proposed schedule for drafts of the Town Plan and Trails Handbook to come out for review.  The Emergency Operations Plan is distributed.  The Board agrees to come in during the day in September to review and adopt the EOP.
· Energy Committee Funding Request:  The Energy Committee has requested $175.00 in funding for the Underhill share of the VEEP cost for providing an energy cycle and other games for the booth at the Harvest Market.  Jericho is sharing this cost and also the booth with the Underhill Energy Committee; the Board agrees it is great that the two Towns are working together on this and other projects.  A motion is made to approve $175.00 for the Underhill share of the Energy Committee's cost for the Harvest Market.  Motion passes.  These funds will come from the SB contingency line item.  

· Comcast CAIC Update:  Chris reviews with the Board the emails she has sent to Comcast requesting a form and additional clarifying information.  She had drafted a letter to send to Pleasant Valley Road corridor residents the day after the Comcast meeting (August 7).  At the 8/6 meeting, Lisa Birmingham had requested that everyone commit to at least 1 service for 3 years before the cost survey was completed.  Chris felt uncomfortable sending out a letter on Town letterhead asking for this commitment and had asked Comcast about an alternative to get the survey going.  She has called and sent several emails; Lisa Birmingham is supposed to be getting back to her.  Chris would like to get his letter out ASAP.  As soon as she hears back from Comcast she will send the information out.

· Tennis Court Resurfacing:  Chris requests that final payment for the tennis court resurfacing be withheld until the Recreation Committee signs off on the job.  She has received complaints about peeling paint and the net posts.  The Board agrees to withhold the check until the Recreation Committee sends a written approval of the work.

· Develop Office Flu Protocols:  Chris discusses some office flu protocols that the Town staff has talked about in order to try to keep the office flu-free this year.  Included is a requirement that sick employees stay home.  Chris will get in touch with VLCT to see if they have any suggestions.

· Beaver Issue PH284:  Chris reviews email sent to Jim Cummings about the beaver issue on his neighbors land.  Chris and Kari Papelbon had done a site visit, and then spoken with Rod Fuller, Highway Foreman and Alan Quackenbush, state wetlands ecologist.  Neither Rod not Alan felt that they would want to take any precautionary measures at this time.  This appears to be a neighbor issue; there is not enough nexus between the beaver dam in question and the Town crossing culvert on Poker Hill Road below Metcalf View. 
· Ethan Allen Firing Range Schedule:  Chris distributes the fall schedule.  There will be some late night firing as the Guard prepares to deploy.   The Guard is going to post additional notices in town; Chris has posted this on the Town web site.
· Tax Rate:  When the tax bills were done, Pam Shover, Lister had not included the increased local agreement b/c of the increased veterans exemption voted at Town Meeting.  Joan and Pam increased the local agreement rate from 0.287 to 0.297.  The Board approves the increase.
