1. November and December Meetings – Minutes from the November 22, 2010 meeting were distributed to members but since there was no quorum, the minutes were not made official. No meeting took place in December. 
2. Habitat Block Regional Connectivity Project – Trevor discussed the assignments for the data gathering project that will be similar to last year’s teams. Teams will go out for data collection when appropriate weather conditions arrive.
3. GIS and Mapping – Trevor reported on his meeting with Judy Bond, an Underhill GIS expert. He noted that the Jericho Underhill Land Trust (JULT) is working on a Strategic Conservation Plan for the two towns.  This offers an opportunity to work together with the Town of Jericho to align natural resource mapping data so it can be used to produce maps of the resources covering both towns. Trevor proposed to visit the Jericho Conservation Commission to discuss the joint mapping and find out what data they have available and to identify any gaps.  
4. Town Plan Natural Resource Section – The remaining meeting time was devoted the discussing the Town Plan recommendations in the Natural Resource section in preparation for putting together a UCC work plan.  Strategies were categorized as High, Medium, or Low.  Discussion will continue at the next meeting starting with the section on Wildlife and Habitat.
