Fundraising Request – Alec Grab: Alec and Sue Grab join the meeting.  Alec asks the Selectboard for permission to hold a fundraising bike ride for Special Olympics on July 31, 2010.  Alec and the board discuss last years event and the bikre routes for this year.  The Selectboard gives permission for the ride and asks that a certificate of insurance be sent to Faith for the town's records.

Minutes are read and warrants are signed. (Dave Demarest joins the meeting.)

Rod Fuller – Highway Foreman:  Road joins the meeting.
· 08/09 Surplus: Rod asks the Selectboard if he can spend the 08/09 highway surplus on the Pleasant Valley Road Reconstruction.  The board confirms that those highway funds from 08/09 must be spent in the highway budget and that the PVR reconstruction is an appropriate expenditure.  The surplus amounts to approximately $108,000.
· Cloverdale Culvert Estimate:  Rod reports that he estimates it would cost $92,000 to build the Cloverdale Culvert.  If the town moves forward with the project, the town would be reimbursed for these costs from the FEMA grant and assets of the Cloverdale Association.
· Road Crew Hiring:  Rod reports that he received about seven good resumes.  Rod agrees to review all resumes, choose 3 -4 for interviews and bring finalists to a Selectboard. He mentions that he is also considering not hiring the 4th crew member over the summer and just hiring hourly help in the winter.  He will keep the board apprised of his plans.

· Recreation Committee appointment – Jen King:  The Selectboard reads the note from Jen King and appoints her to the remaining term of Brian Bourgeois on the Recreation Committee.
· Re-Appointment of Town Forest Fire Warden and Town Services Officer:  Faith reports that Sue Kusserow has agreed to act as the Town Services Officer again.  The board unanimously agrees to appoint her to that position.  The board asks Faith to follow up with Dave Sullivan to see if he is willing to act as the Town Forest Fire Warden.

CSWD FY 2011 Budget Proposal – Tom Moreau:  Tom joins the meeting and gave details about the CSWD proposed 2011 budget.  Dan makes a motion to approve the CSWD FY 2011 budget.  Steve Owen seconds the motion and the board unanimously agrees to approve the FY 2011 budget as presented.

Zoning/Planning - from Kari Papelbon Zoning and Planning Administrator:  Faith distributes and reviews the memo from Kari on Zoning and Planning related matters.   The following actions are taken:
· The board reads, approves and signs the letter of recognition and support for the Steering Committee for the Riverside/Underhill Flats planning group.

· The board approves the underground utilities and the waiver of the bonding requirement for the MacDonough Subdivision.  The board holds on a decision about the driveway and curb cut until a site visit can be held.

· The Selectboard approves Kari's recommendation on greenhouse permitting for the pending greenhouse application.  After further review of the implications of recommended changes on the zoning by laws, the board will consider making these recommendations permanent.  The board requests the Kari follow up with Sharon Murray and report back to them at the next meeting.
· The Selectboard requests that Kari inquire about how much it will cost for Vince to follow-up on Mike Tatro's delinquent fees.

Meeting Continues:

· Finance Officer Search

· Ranking Criteria – The board supports the ranking criteria for the Finance Officer resumes suggested by Faith and VLCT.  

· Timelines and Dates – The Board agrees to the revised timeline for the Finance Officer search in hopes of an earlier start date. The Board agrees to hold May 6 from 4:00 to 10:00 pm for first interviews.

· Crane Brook - Map and Letters:  Faith shares a copy of the tax map of New Road that will be used for the April 24, Public Hearing.  She also shares copies of letters from Michael and Tammy Linde and Jonathon and Lisa Fuller about the possible reclassification of a portion of New Road.
· Cloverdale Culvert
· Letter of Intent – Faith reports that the paperwork from FEMA and Vermont Emergency Management (VEM) is not yet ready for Underhill's signature but that VEM asked for a letter of intent from the town regarding our willingness to be the sub-applicant for the Cloverdale Association and the fact that we will contract the ongoing maintenance of the culvert to the Cloverdale Road Association through a legal agreement.  Steve Walkerman agrees to edit the draft.
· Letter from Vince Paradis – Faith passes out a copy of a letter from the town's lawyer Vince Paradis regarding what must be in place in order for the town to move forward with the Cloverdale Culvert.  The Selectboards asks Faith to share this letter with Laura DiPietro.
· Compensation for Zoning and Planning Administrator and Treasurer – The Selectboard discusses the compensation questions and agrees to take up the Zoning and Planning Administrator's compensation at its April 21st meeting and to hold on the Treasurer's compensation until after 1st round of interviews for the Finance Officer.
