Meeting is Called to Order

· Town Pond Restoration/Pike Paving Bid/Budget Review:  Chris updates the Board on the Town Pond project.  Rod kept track of time and materials, and the cost was $5,460.00 at a commercial rate for the Town time.  Materials alone ran close to $2,000.00.  Mark Hale sent a very complimentary email to the Town web site thanking the highway department for all their hard work.  

· Pike Paving:  Rod has a bid from Pike for $96,968.00 for this year's paving projects.  This is approximately $7,000.00 over the FY 08-09 budgeted amount, but Rod thinks he will be able to off-set the over-run.  The additional cost is to pave aprons at the intersection of New Road and  Pleasant Valley Road, as the Town truck traffic is taking its toll on the intersection.  The Board agrees with Rod's plan and recommends that Rod accept the bid.  

· Budget Review:  Rod was going to roll forward $85,000.00 from this year's budget so hat there was enough money to do some substantial repairs to Pleasant Valley Road.  However, given the increased cost of fuel and road products, Rod decided to expend these funds this year and stockpile materials for use next year.  The Board agrees that this was a wise decision. 
· Doug's Truck:  The hydraulic pump on Doug's truck has failed, it will probably cost between $10,000-15,000 to repair the truck.  This is a bummer in the summer, but must be done.

Clean Green Sticker Program, Tim Mack and Dave Koval, Guests:  Tim and Dave meet with the Board to request an increase in the sticker price under the contract.  The sticker price is currently $3.25 and has not increased in 2 years, despite escalating fuel costs.  The Board accepts Clean Green's proposal to raise the sticker price to $4.50, effective July 1, 2008.  Clean Green currently accepts recycling for free if there is a garbage bag with a sticker on it.  They will accept just recycling if there is a sticker on a box.

· Alexander, IS348 Driveway Design Approval: After review of the proposed driveway design done by McCain Consulting, the Board approves the design with the condition that the Applicant submit evidence to the DRB that with the project built the runoff from a 25- year storm will not cause the Town culvert on Fuller Road to fail.

· Mailbag:  The Board reviews a proposed contract from Twinstate for $1,342.00 to install the 911 call box at the Town Pond.  The Recreation Committee wanted the Board to review this contract; the Board feels that it is the Rec. Committee's decision to install the call box and to manage their budget in that regard, and that they do not have to approve the contract if that is what the Recreation Committee chooses to do, as they have delegated contracting authority to the Recreation Committee to expend funds as they see fit within their budget line item. 

· Office Safety:  Chris reviews a recently received email from a community member that is a disconcerting, and shares her concern that this may pose a safety issue for office staff.  No decision is made at this time as to how to proceed.  Chris will raise the issue with staff at the monthly staff meeting next week.
