Meeting Called to Order

2011 Regional Plan – Charlie Baker – Executive Director and Garret Mott – Board Member from the Chittenden County Regional Planning Commission (CCRPC):  Charlie and Garret talk about CCRPC's  process of developing the 2011 Regional Plan.  (Steven Owen is a representative on the committee updating the plan.)  CCRPC is eager to get feedback from townspeople on issues that need to be addressed in the plan.  They hope to have a draft out by summer for feedback and ultimately complete the plan in 18 months.

Sanding and Plowing of Downs Road – Vince & Sandy Sbarro:
Sandy and Vince join the meeting.  They moved to 51 Downs Road about 2 years ago and they are confused about why the town does not maintain the 200 feet of road from their driveway to where the road is currently maintained.  Beyond their driveway is a logging road that sees a fair amount of activity.  The Selectboard asks Faith to find out what portion of the road is public and what portion is private. The Selectboard will get back to the Sbarro's with this information and discuss their options with them.

Tatro Subdivision – Kari Papelbon - Zoning Administrator, Randy Clark – Underhill Jericho Fire Department (UJFD), Gunner McCain – Mike Tatro's consultant, Stan Hamlet - Development Review Board (DRB):   Steve Walkerman explains that the Selectboard is struggling with how to deal with the concern of an abutter about the width of the bridge and the UJFD's request that the bridge be widened for safety reasons.  Gunner McCain explains the history of the bridge and its structural qualities.  Randy Clark explained that UJFD's greatest concern about the bridge is not the width but the inability to have a straight approach crossing back over the bridge from the Tatro property.  If a fire truck cannot line up to cross the bridge on the steel beams, they risk breaking through the wood planks.  Gunner suggests that the approach to the bridge could be straightened out and would be more cost effective than widening the bridge.  Randy and Gunner agree to work together to straighten the approach of the bridge such that it meets the UJFD's safety concerns.  The Selectboard asks Kari to confirm that the changes are made appropriate and confirm to all.

Randy also comments that the UJFD's most significant concerns with roads in general are the grade, the curve radii and width.  They use the NFPA national standard of a 10% grade maximum as their standard.  The curve radius should be not greater than a 30 foot inside radius and the width of the road should be greater as the number of homes the road supports goes up.  Gunner also comments that there is often an interrelationship between grade and curve radius that needs to be considered. All agree that this information is very helpful and Kari asks Randy to come talk to the DRB and the Planning Commission.  Randy agrees.

· Adoption of Regulations:  Faith shares with the board Vincent Paradis's letter regarding the adoption of regulations.  Vince takes a conservative position to adopt regulations via Australian ballot.  He also confirms that the Town Plan does not need to be adopted via Australian ballot.  
· Flood Plain Regulations: Faith reviews with the board the timeline for the review and adoption of Floodplain Regulations.  The Planning Commission Hearing is Monday January 11, 2010 at 7:00 pm.  The Planning Commission is already prepared to make changes to the proposed regulations based on state's review.  On Tuesday, January 12, 2010 the Planning Commission will transmit the regulations to the Selectboard who will warn a Selectboard Hearing for January 28, 2010 at 7:00 PM at town hall.  After that public hearing the Selectboard will warn an Australian ballot vote with two informational meetings on February 19 and March 1 at 7:00 at town hall.  The vote on the final version of the regulations will occur on town meeting day.
· New Road Dumpster: Steve Walkerman and Faith report that no follow-up occurred and this issue should be taken up at the next Selectboard meeting.
· Hiring: Steve Walkerman reports that Rod Fuller, Highway Foreman, has asked to stay on.  The board is interested in this possibility and will review current applicants with VLCT to make a decision.  Hiring process with VLCT for Town Administrator and Town Planner should begin soon.
· Budget 10/11: Steve Walkerman shares his budget spreadsheet.  Faith will review, ask questions about any changes or needed clarification, and will begin to prepare materials for the town report.
