2. Town plan natural resources section / wildlife discussion
a. Discussion to be postponed until April 27th to permit more time for discussion than allowed on tonight’s agenda.

3. Green Up Day  - May 2nd
a. Underhill Select Board has approved the addition of 1 site to be located in the “flats” area.  They will pick up only bags – metal must be taken to the main site at the town garage.  Faith is coordinating this effort.
b. The invasive species, Japanese Knotweed, is in the Crane Brook area.  Concern has been expressed that the plastic currently covering the Japanese Knotweed will be mistakenly removed either during green up day or at a later time.  Trevor to look into a permanent sign to be placed at the site identifying the plant and indicating the plastic should not be removed.
4. Plant Sale – June 6th  9:00 Sharp
a. Prices are $3, $2, $1, 50cents

b. Having a display booth with invasive species education was discussed.

5. Conservation Community Fair Debrief

a. The Flume exhibit was extremely popular.  Presenters provided excellent teaching.  Participants appeared to be really “connected”.  Kelly King is organizing a conservation fair for Jericho in the near future.  The write-up and photos in the Burlington Free Press were noted.  CC members will send thank you notes to their respective presenters.

b. Lessons learned: Larger banners, perhaps a different time of year, coordinate with school curriculum or science projects, enhance marketing strategies with banners, a sign a Jericho Community Center, larger signs, additional notices in the paper and interest cards.
