Meeting Called to Order

· Lister Request, Pam Shover, Guest:  Pam meets with the Board on her request for $245.00 for software to update the CAMA program and $500.00 for disaster recovery for her specific lister NEMRC programs.  The annual fee for the CAMA update will be $195.00 hereafter.  Dan S. makes a motion to approve expenditure of $ 745.00 for updates and recovery programs out of the FY07-08 budget.  The motion is seconded by Steve W. and passes unanimously.

4:50 PM:
Executive Session:  The Board enters into executive session with Rod Fuller and Chris Murphy to discuss a possible contract negotiation.

Executive Session ends.

· Rod Fuller, VLCT Inspection:  the Board reviews the inspection report from Chris Laberge, VLCT for the Town garage.  Most of the potential violations have already been addressed; Rod will get more information about the required exhaust fan for CO2.  The Board agrees that this must be installed. 
· Orders are signed.
· Minutes from 3/6/08 are accepted.

· 2008 Lawn Care Contract:  Chris asks the Board whether the Town is going to put the lawn care contract out to bid this year as she received an inquiry.  The Board discusses and agrees that as long as the All Phase Property Maintenance proposal is in line with his past bids, they will award the contract to him as he has consistently done an excellent job over the past three years.  
· Dog Complaint-Mullen Road:  Jennifer Silpe, ACO has contacted Chris about another dog complaint on Mullen Road.  The Board met with Silpe, the dog owner, Gaudioso (38 Mullen Road) and his neighbor, Cindy Cross-Greenia on January 9, 2008 about Greenia's complaint that Gaudioso's dogs had been getting into her yard and coming into her paddock.  Gaudioso agreed at the time to register his dogs, and to keep his dogs under his control at all times, and to especially keep them off Greenia's property.  If he did not maintain control the Town would enforce the domestic animal ordinance and seize the dogs if they were found off his property and fine the dogs according to the procedure set forth in the Ordinance.  Jennifer has since received calls from Greenia complaining that the dogs have been repeatedly on her property.  Jennifer will write a ticket for $80.00 ($40.00/dog) and if she catches them on Greenia's property she will impound the dogs.  The Board concurs with this plan.  
5:30 PM:
 Town Meeting Service Awards, Kaylie Hale and Eli Goldman, Guests:  The Board presents awards to Kaylie Hale and Eli Goldman for their service at this year's Town Meeting.  Kaylie single-handedly provided child care for 17 children, and Eli Goldman provided individuals with microphones during the meeting, completing several laps around the gym as there was a lot of participation this year.  The Selectboard commended both Kaylie and Eli for their outstanding public service.

Proposed Gravel Pit, Carolyn Gregson, Barbara and Dick Albertini, Guests:  The Board discusses the proposed pit at 109 Pleasant Valley Road on land held jointly by Gregson and Albertini.  It is estimated that there is enough gravel and sand to fulfill the Towns needs for a t least 20 years.  In the past there have been discussions about leasing the land or buying the land, but at this point, all parties agree that it seems to make the most sense for the Town to buy the land.  Dick will talk to his attorney and he will get in touch with Chris to discuss details further.  No offers have been made, nor have the landowners named a firm price at this point.
