Meeting Called to Order


Take Charge/Re-Charge Project – Seth Jensen, Jericho Town 
Planner:  Seth joined the meeting and talks with the Selectboard 
about the project and the two community forums that will be held on February 8 and February 18 at Browns River Middle School.  The forums are to gather input from Jericho and Underhill residents about the future of the Jericho/Underhill Flats area. A possible follow up to the forums may be a market study of the area to determine what kinds of businesses the Underhill Flats community could support.  It would include gathering information on spending habits and a survey of residents and business owners.  UVM would do the study for xxxx.  Jericho has agreed to fund 60% of the cost of the study and Seth asks Underhill to fund the other 40%.  Selectboard asks a few questions and then agrees to consider the request which could be funded half in FY 2009/2010 and half in 2010/2011.

Humane Society of Chittenden County – Jennifer Silpe, Underhill Animal Control:  Jennifer Silpe joins the meeting to discuss the Humane Society of Chittenden County’s request for a contract with the town to take stray animals from Underhill when presented at the South Burlington shelter.  Jennifer shares that this contract is unnecessary and unhelpful to her work as Animal Control Officer.  As Animal Control Officer, Jennifer will help any resident in need of assistance with a domestic pet.  If it needs a new home, she will help the person place the animal.  If a town person prefers to use the shelter, they can do so.  However, since the town pays the Animal Control Officer to deal with domestic animals, they will not pay the shelter to do so outside of their work with Jennifer.  The Selectboard agrees not to sign the contract.

Meeting Continued:

· Certificate of Highway Mileage: The Selectboard signs the certificate and Faith leaves the document for Sherri to complete and send in.
· Downs Road Plowing: Faith shares with the Selectboard Kari’s research on Downs Road that shows that Downs Road is a Class 3 road to the eastern property line of DW029, the western property line of DW041, the eastern property line of DW032 and the western property line of DW036.  The last driveway on the Class III portion of the road, according to the tax map, is for DW032 and DW034 (shared).  The town currently plows higher on the road as a courtesy. The Selectboard asks Kari to determine when the road was moved to a class 4 road.  Once that is determined, Faith will draft a note to the Sbarro’s for the Selectboard explaining the findings. 
· New Road Dumpster – Faith reports that she has called Tim Mack but he has not returned her calls. Selectboard agrees to review this at their next meeting.
· Hiring – Steve Walkerman reports that he will follow up with the applicants for the Town Highway Foreman job.
· Budget 10/11 – Faith reviews with the Selectboard the current draft of the budget.  A few changes are made and the board agrees to a final budget.  Faith will prepare the reports and graphs for the town report.
