7:11 PM: Chairperson Charles Van Winkle called the Elena Shapiro final subdivision hearing to order at the Underhill Town Hall.  All Board Members who attended the site visit and Zoning & Planning Administrator Papelbon attended the hearing.

· Chairperson Van Winkle began the meeting by explaining the procedure for the final subdivision hearing.  He then swore in all speakers and entered the above items into record.  
· Peter Lazorchak, Consultant for Elena Shapiro, provided a brief history of the project to-date.  He then explained the changes that had been made to the plans since the preliminary hearing, including erosion control plans on Sheet 3 and the change from a culvert to a bridge on Lot 2 in conformance with the requirements of the VT Stream Alteration General Permit.  Mr. Lazorchak stated that the I-beams for the proposed 12’ wide bridge have not yet been designed, but will be provided to the Underhill-Jericho Fire Department.  
· Chairperson Van Winkle stated that the Lot 2 driveway intersection with Bill Cook Rd. had been revised, the wastewater disposal isolation distances were shown on the plans, and asked whether a wetlands permit had been obtained.  Mr. Lazorchak stated that it had.  Chairperson Van Winkle asked if a wastewater permit was in process.  Mr. Lazorchak explained that it was, Bill Zabiloski of VT DEC Wastewater Management had reviewed the plans and  required a few minor changes which would be submitted the next day.  
· Mr. Lazorchak stated that the hatched area delineating the required clearing for the Lot 2 driveway sight distance is now shown on the plans. 
· Board Member Peter Seybolt asked for clarification on the septic system.  Mr. Lazorchak provided an explanation.

· Mr. Lazorchak stated that another change to the plans included a note block based on the requirements of the preliminary decision.
· Chairperson Van Winkle asked whether a Conditional Use permit was required.  ZA/PA Papelbon explained the reason for requiring conditional use review (riparian buffer and setback impacts for the Lot 2 driveway).

· ZA/PA Papelbon provided her comments.  She stated that the Selectboard had reviewed and signed the access permit for Lot 2.
· A discussion of procedure for future hearings ensued.  
7:37 PM: Chairperson Van Winkle asked if the Board had enough information to make a decision on the application.  The Board indicated that they did.   Board Member Will Towle made a motion, seconded by Board Member Peter Seybolt, to deliberate in open session.  The motion was passed by all Board Members present. Chairperson Van Winkle stated that the evidentiary portion of the hearing was closed.
7:38 PM: Board Member Will Towle made a motion, seconded by Board Member Chuck Brooks, to approve the final application with conditions.  The motion was passed by all Board Members present.

Peter Lazorchak left at this point.
The Board continued closed deliberations on the Kusserow/Lewis preliminary PRD/BLA application.

7:44 PM: By unanimous decision, the Board moved into open session.  Board Member Chuck Brooks made a motion, seconded by Board Member Deb Shannon, to approve the Kusserow/Lewis preliminary PRD/BLA application with conditions.  Board Members Will Towle, Chuck Brooks, Deb Shannon, and Peter Seybolt voted in the affirmative.  Chairperson Charles Van Winkle was recused.  Motion passed.

8:04 PM: Chairperson Charles Van Winkle called the Maple Leaf Farm Associates, Inc. Conditional Use Review/Site Plan Review hearing to order.

· Chairperson Van Winkle began the meeting by explaining the procedure for the conditional use review/site plan review hearing.  He then swore in all speakers and entered the above items into record.  

· Executive Director Bill Young provided an overview of the proposal to construct an enclosure for water storage tanks to service the State-required sprinkler system in the men’s residence.  No external lighting is proposed and the enclosure will be largely shielded from view behind the men’s residence.
· Board Member Peter Seybolt asked if the enclosure would have vinyl siding and which other buildings had similar siding.  Mr. Ovitt replied that the maintenance and modular buildings had vinyl siding.  Mr. Young stated that the proposed enclosure would have white vinyl siding.  A brief discussion of aesthetics ensued.

· ZA/PA Papelbon discussed the source protection area designation in the area, but mentioned that the well on Maple Leaf Farm is not a public well.

8:15 PM: Chairperson Van Winkle asked if the Board had enough information to make a decision on the application.  The Board indicated that they did.   By consensus, the Board decided to deliberate in open session.  Chairperson Van Winkle stated that the evidentiary portion of the hearing was closed.  ZA/PA Papelbon provided the Board and the Applicants with a draft decision.
8:17 PM: Board Member Chuck Brooks made a motion, seconded by Board Member Peter Seybolt, to approve the conditional use/site plan review application with the amended site plan and proposed conditions.  The motion was passed by all Board Members present.

8:18 PM: End of hearing.

Bill Young, Joanne Davis, and Scott Ovitt left at this point.

The Board signed minutes and decisions and discussed various upcoming events.
