They are instructed to ask you to leave the facility; in some circumstances where federal property has been destroyed or with repeat trespassers, law enforcement has been called. I want to stress again that this is only for the safety of the civilian population and the soldiers that train on the facility. I understand we have neighbors that have actually never been through the front gate on Lee River Road.
